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Communique of the Sociaty of Jesus (Central American Province)

Concerning the resignation of Public Prosecutors Sidney Blanco and
Henry Campos, the Society of Jesus issues the following statement:

1. Until now the Society of Jesus has had relative confidence in
the work of the 2ttorney General's office, despite the
irreqularities committed by that office in the early days of the
~case (during the tenure of Attorney General Colorado) and the
passivity and lack of personal interest in the case exhibited by
the current Attorney General. Our confidence was based on the work
of the prosecutors who have just resigned. :

2. The resignation under pressure of these two prosecutors causes
us to lose our relative confidence in the Attorney General's
office. our loss of confidence is confirmed by the fact that the
Attorney General has abandoned the thesis--if indeed he ever
pelieved it--that the assassination of the Jesuit Fathers was
masterminded by a larger group of individuals. This is totally
condemnable, given that anyone who reads the court's proceedings
can identify sufficient evidence suggesting that additional members
of the Armed Forces participated in the planning of the
assassination as well as the execution of the crime.

3. We believe that by its indifferent attitude toward the clear
ramifications of the case, the Attorney General's office is falling
into complicity with those who have hidden evidence and lied
throughout the judicial process.

4. We commend the professional work that the two former prosecutors
have carried out during their tenure at the Attorney General's
office, despite the numerous kinds of pressure that they have
experienced while carrying out their work.

5. We would like to state publicly that the Society of Jesus is
‘considering the possibility of contracting private prosecutors to
represent the families of the assassinated Jesuits. To that end, we
have begun conversations with the former prosecutors, Sidney Blanco
and Henry Campos, to explore the possibility of contracting their
services.
