" The election of @en. Arista to the Presidency is
received with much satisfaction by Nurthern Mex-
ico. More interest has been maanifested for his
success thaa is usually seen among the Mexican
people on any pablic matter, for there is a strong
general faith that he has the will and the capacity
to repress the Indians and give some repose to
this sufferivg frontier. Civilization bas been reti-
riog before the savages on this upper line of the
Rio Bravo settlements for the last 30 years—or,
in fact, ever since the firm, though heavy and
cruel, hand of Spain let go its grasp. Ilanchos
aud Pueblos, deserted and crambling into dast,
dot the abandoned line, and mark, with skeloten
fingers, where ten thousand times ten thowsand
cattle. abeep aud horses once ranged in secarity
under the stera vigilance of the soldiers of Old
Bpain.

If Arists had not beea elected, the Northern
Btates of Mexioo were fully snd openly prepared
to secede from the * Central Despotism,” (that is
the common phrase,) and form an independeat
Republic. The firat act of the new-born Btate
would be to ask fer the closest treaty of amity, if
pot absolute snnexation, with the United States,
with a libersl concession of right of way to Celi-
jornia and entire relief tu our trade aloog the froa-
tier. These two things our Government forgot to
take care of, in their very remarkable Troaty of
Peace, ss weil as that * {ndomnity for the Past
and security for the Fature,” for which we pitched
blindfold pnd beadlong into the lato war.

Now it is by 80 means clesr te me that the elec-
tioa of Arista will preveat the breaking up of the

Republic. For many bopes and ambitions were
founded oo its dismemberment, too maoy hands
were extended to clatch the spoils, to sit dowa
tranquilly without any plunder. MeXico will soon
be & seething caldron—she is now s hopeless
bankrupt. The soldiers who devour the ri.fo of
the country under pretense of protecting it, have
but an empty treasary, Snd the moaey for their
jmmediste use and enrichment, must be robbed
from the chorch and charitable insticutions. Like
Gomes Farias, Arista and his {riends are npposed
to the Union of Charch aad State—this is the
right side of their creed—and waat to despoil
the church—whbich is the wroog side. They are
more than ready to repleaish their exhaunsted
finances by seizing the property of the religious
ipstitutions, but they are not carefal to {pmddo
for the bospitals and charitable esylams, foanded
and supported by what is indiscriminately called
church property.

We must be excused in the United Btates for
not understanding thia distiaction betweea pro-
perty consecrated by the church to the sapport of
asylumes for orphans, for the sick, the blind, and
the lunatic. and that for the priests siaco the Mex-
icans and their legisiators do mot, sod plander
them all alike with the same impartislity. The
church intereats, bowerver, like the palitics of Fa.
rias and Arista, have their lights and shadows.
W hile on the one side there is a crowd of idle,
vseless, ignorant conventuals, drawing sway the
income of lands that would support ia thrifc and
inteliigence huodrcds of valugble commuaities,
there sre still larger incomes devote ' to the poor
hapless ones, whom it is the unsearchable ples.
sure of our Divine Father to delegate to the care
of their favored brethren. Wheaever the Puros,
or Anti-Church Party want to raise money they
enatch ot hoth classes of charch property withaa
indiscriminating band. Thaus it is thatthecharch,
appesaliog at once to the jastice, the svlfinterest,
the charity and the superstition of the masses,
for the protection of that which sustains their al-
tars, asylums, and religious pagoants, nevor ap-
peals in vain. The people see that the democra-
cy"” (Puros) rob for the sake of robbing, and that
d{ ir charitable institutions, and the daily service
of the altar are no more spared than the indolent
and uselessfriars.

When Arista’s party drives him to make war
on the Charch, the Church will recall 8anta Anan:
or raise the banner for Alimonte,—the able an

ular Representative of tho Mexicaa race and
then Arista will be driven from the Capital. His
strength does not lay in the center and south of
the Hepublic. There the Church isrich and lcroni
and her nomerous and ex-ellsut chanties stao
in living appeal to the people, and the penple will
pronvunce against the plunderers of thuic cherish-
od [ustitutions Atthe North, Arsta will not feel
the opposition of the Chareb, for it is fecble and
impoverished, and has nothing to loss or to foar.
Neither have the Priests of these remote Provin-
ces moch eympathy for the ecclesiastical aris-

sy of the cold tar off-capital.

If therefore Arista is driven by the poverty of
mismanaged and bankrupt Mexico, to press hard
upon the Church, oither ke will drive the Sonti-
ern States iuto sacessinn from, or they will drive
bim from the City of Mexico. If the first takes
place there may be & patching ap of the bruken
crockery, but if Arista retires from the Capital
Northward, it will be to erect the ripe and im-

atient States of the Sierra Madreinto a permanent
lndependent Government. 8o far from thiuking
the election of Arista baving averted the d‘umr-
tion of Mexico, I believe 1851 will not die of old
age before we learn that it hae given to the se-
cessionista the powerto make the execation of
thairlone nlanned indepemdence prompt, eflica.
