two planets were in close conjunction 
For our longitude they set long before 
the time of tbeir nearest approach But 
observers in Japan Australia and ad­
jacent countries had an excellent oppor 
tuuity of observing this interesting phe­
nomenon 

At the time of their nearest approach, 
tho distance betwet'n their centers as 
seen from tho center of the earth, were 
onl) one minute of arc. This is only a 
little more than twice the sum of tbeir 
semi-diameters And, even tbix dis­
tance will, for some geographical situa­
tions, be diminished by reason if the 
effect of parallax They were no close 
together that *.he unaided were unable 
to separate them They appeared as a 
single star having tho combined bnllinn 
ry of both Possibly an observer on 
tho other side of the earth watching 
them with a telescope would see 
transit o f Venus across the disk of 
J upiter. 

This conjunction affords an excellent 
opportunity for determining tho angular 
distance within which such bright 
bodies can or cannot be separated with 
the nuked eye. Astronomers on this 
side of the world hoped that their friends 
on the other side would have clear skies 
at this interesting time, and that very 
many, pairs o f eyes would assist in mak­
ing the observations, so that the best 
use would be made o f this rare o p -

fportunity. 
Observations for this purpose rould 

readily bo made. Al l the observer had 
to do was to noto the correct time at 
which the planets cease to appear aepa-
rated and when they began to appear 
so ag(.in. T h o rest is a matter o f c o m ­
putation which astronomers are always 
willing to undertake. T o them the 
places o f the planets at any instant are 
ivcll known, and from these their 
distance apart, corresponding to the 
geographical position o f any observer , 
can readily be calculated. It then only 
-remains to compare the. computat ion 
with tho observation to obtain the d e ­
sired result. 

It is not since August 1, 1820 . that 
an opportunity like this has presented 
itself. Jupiter and Venus were then in 
conjunction, and then,as n o w , Australia 
was tho most favorable situation for the 
observation. Apparently n o observations 
for the purpose stated above were mado . 
At'- that time the planets were a little 
more than thirty degrees f rom tho aun. 
O n the present occasion ' their distance 
from the sun was a little less than thir­
ty-four degrees. The 'on ly other close 
conjunction o f these planets during the 
presbntr!century was in the morning o f 
Ju ly '20 , ; 1 8 5 9 . A t that t ime, however , 
the .planets were only' eighteen and a 
half degrees- west o f the sun, and n o 
results of value wera obtained on a c ­
count of approaching day .
