Explosion by Music.

One of the most dangerous of all ex-
. plosives is a black powder called fodide
of nitrogen. When it'is dry the slight:
est touch will often cause it to explods
‘withi great violence. "There appears tc
be"a certain rate of vibration which
this compound cannot resist. In ex-
‘periments to determine the cause of
its -extreme explosiveness some. damp
fodide of nitrogen was rubbed on the
strings of a bass viol. It is known
that the strings of such an instrument
will vibrate when those of a similar
instrument having an equal tension are
played upon. In this case, after the
explosive had become thoroughly dry
upon the strings, another bass viol was
brought near and the strings sounded.
At a certain note the fodide of nitro-
gen on the prepared ingtrument ‘ex-
ploded. It was found that the explo-
sion occurred only when a rate of vl
bration of sixty a second was com:
municated to the prepared strings. Vi-
bration of the G string caused an ex-
plosion, while that of the B string had
no ,eirect.—Chicago Record-Herald.
