The Boston & Maine rosd hss been
unfortunate this week,  Tuesdsy,
Farmington end other passengers, who
lefc here at 9.22 were delayed an hom
end s half at Rivorside by a broken reil.
Men who were breaking out the bigh-
way near the railmad discovered a rail
broken in several places. A man with
8 shovel ran op the érack and signaled an
engine with snowplow that was clearing
the track for the passenger trains. Had
it struck the broken rail a serious acci-
dent must have resulted. A section
crew from Dover put in a new rail.

In the morning of the same day en
accident occurred in the freight yard at
Dover. The 8.40 tnain from North
Berwick ran into an open switch, which
had been left open through carelessness,
and piled up a freight train standing on
the track. The passengers got a bad
shaking up, and were badly frightened.
The train consisted of a baggage cer,
smoker and two passenger cars, which
were badly damaged. The shifter was
standing on a side tract end James A.
FPiper, who was standing on tle pilot,
was caught by the car which was
jsmmed into the shifter. It was neces-
sary to jack ap the car to release bim,
It is not believed his injuries will prove
fatal. The amash-np will be a costly
one, as neveral freight care were smashed
to kindling and two engines badly
wrecked.
