Well, 1 saw by the paper that
some folks were getting ixterested
in the past history of Farmington,
that is, discussing about the oldest
house {n town and things like that.
It does us good sometimes to remem-
ber the old times that made our
town and its history, and we have a
history to be proud of, for a small
town, at that.

Farmington sent 232 men to the
defense of Old Glory in the Civil
war, among whom were Captain
Ralpb Carlton, killed Jwly 17, 1882,
and for whom the local post of the
8. A, R. was named, Captains A, W.
Hayes and G. H. Richardson, after-
wards of Rochester, Captains G. B-
Johnson and G. H. Smith, Colo
Louis Bell, killed January 15, 1865,
who was practicing law in the town
at the opening of the war, and the
Rev. Danjel P. Cflley, who served as
chaplain from 1861 to 1865.

As the town was a part of Roch-
ester during the Revolution, it does
not got credit for the men who went
from here, but has had a good rep-
resentation in all the other wars.

Farmington gave to the Unfted
states a vice president in the person
of Henry Wilson, who was born in
1812 in the southern part of the
village and whose birthplace is
marked by a boulder weighing twelve
tons and suitabdly inscribed, the
memorial having been given and set
by his lfelong friend, M. L. Hayes.

The firat town meeting was held
March 11, 1799, at the house of
Simon Dame. The first selectmen
were Ichabod Hayes, Lieut. Ephraim
Kimball and David Roberts, Jonas
C. March was made town clerk.

The first meetinghouse in Farm-
ington stood in the Roberts’ district,
south ot the village on *Meeting-
house hill,” and a second house of
ip was placed on Peavey hill
The fifst Congregational church was
organized {n 1819, and the first Free
Baptist soclety here was organized
in 1854 There also was a Quaker
meeoting houde in the early days.

The first schoolhouse was built {n

lssue of the Farmington ‘' News"
was made on March 14, 1879, by the
firm of J B. Fernald & Son. Farm-
{ngton from e¢arly times was chiefly
a shoe town. In the early days,
much of the work was taken home
and done {n the lttle farm work-
shops. Then came the day of the
factory and machines, and among
the early manufacturers were Israel
Hayes, John 'F. Cloutman, Martin L.
Hayes, G. M. Herring, Hosea B. Ed-
gerly, Jones Brothers, John M. Ber-
ry, Alonzo Nute; and so one could
g0 on with & long list of the early
shoe men who put Farmington on
the map. The first wax thread sew-
ing machine usued in New Hamp-
shire was brofight to Farmington by
the Hon J. F. Cloutman, who began
the manufacture of shoes in 1859
Dr Joseph Hanmans, Hon Nehemiah
Eastman and Hon. Alonzo Nute were
members of Congress from this dis-
trict.

Farmington has a varfed and in-
teresting history and has produced
many men and women of talent who
have made names for themselves In
their respective callings. It has
been the scene of many kinds of ip~
dustry, as well as that of shoemak-
ing. At one time it had seoveral
sawmills, a last factory, an under-
wear mill and two carrlage factorles.

Many and hunmiorous are the
stories told of the old timers, but 1
have just mentioned a few of the
historical tacts that might be of in-
terest to thase who are eeecking to
know something of the village's
early history. 1 have tried to give
you the correct dates and figures,
but it you doubt me, I can only say
as the Baron says, “Was you there,

The *“News” is indebted to Elmer
8. Knox for the loin of a most in-
teresting publication entitled, “The
Leading Business Men of Dover,
Rochester, Farmington, Great FKalls
and Berwick.” This was published
by the Mercantile Publishing Com-
pany of Bostonr in 1890 for the Wal-
lace Elllot & Co., J. F. Cloutman,
superintendent, manufacturers o€ la-
dies’, misees’ and children's fine
boots, Central street, Farmington.
The Farmington section, as with
other parts of the book, 18 Intro-
duced with a brief historical gketch
followed by graphich {llustrations
and details of its business section, in
which many physical changes now
have taken place. Almoet every lo-
cal business and business man of
that day elicited complimentary
spaco in that 1ssue. ‘The stories are
well and concisely written and it is
of noteworthy interest to record
that B. T. Willson, now one of Farm-
ington‘s oldest merchants, then was
serving as state senator. While
many of the enterprises then repre-
sented have been removed, efther by
death or traneitfon of location, among
those which still persist are the
Farmington "News” ¥red J. Hanson,
W. W. Roberts and Frank E. Mooney.
Other of the then present firms or
individual enterprises are still doing
business under the namea of success-
ors. However, it ia strangely inter-
eat{nrg, even for the middle-aged who
view life in “the gay nineties,' to
reminisce through the pages of this
book and realize that no longer ago
than 1890 now iz an old-fashiomed
pariod, devoid or rdadio, having only
an oocasional'steam carriage, no air
planes or d¢ast mails. Telephones
then were a new and magical inven-
tion and sll parts of the country
were not definitely informed as to.
the outcome of presidentia} electlons
until days afterwand. o
