1958 - 1989

AIDS organizations. Ecologist, graphic designer, and activist,
his visible legacy to our community includes the logos for the
PWA Foundation, AIDS ACTION NOW!, the Canadian Gay
Archives, LGSN: Lesbian and Gay Studies Newsletter, and the
1985 Sex and the State conference in Toronto. Gram designed
numerous publications of the Archives, the Deco-style archer
poster for the PWA Foundation (of which he was one of the
original members), the caveman poster for the first meetings of

. AIDS ACTION NOW!, and thc €all brightly-hucd posters

carried by the-AIDS Committee of Toronto in the 1989 Pride
Day parade.

Gram delighted in colour, cacti, and cowboys. His Passion for

- the American southwest was as thorough as his sweetness. He

left us on January 17" at the age of 36. At the Ontario Crafls .
Council on January 27% his lover, Alan Miller, and friends
mounted a retrospective of his graphic work and life, including
his witty erotic frieze illustrating “36 Inches of Homo History.”
