
Briscoe Fourth Hall of Famer 
Marlin Briscoe, all-american 

quarterback for Omaha U in the 
mid-sixty's, is the fourth and 
final me mber to be inducted in 
the inaugural University of Ne­
braska at Omaha Hall of Fa me 
on November 14 at Peony Park. 

In addition to Briscoe, Leo 
Pearey, Bill Engelhardt, and 
Roger Sayers will be enshrined 
at the sprcial banquet. 

Briscoe, at 5-10,170-pounds, 
had a brilliant career at quarter­
back, setting 22 records of 
which 14 still stand. Among the 
more noteable include 52 TD 
passes, 4,935 yards passing, a 
55% completion record, and a 
career total offense mark of 
6,253 yards. 

As a senior in 1967, Briscoe 
was among the nations leaders 
in passing and total offense, 
earning him all-american hon­
ors. During his four years, 
Omaha University had a 27-11 
record including three confer­
ence championships. 

Briscoe, drafted 14th by the 
Denver Broncos, has started at 

three positions in the NFL, 
quarterback, defensive back, 
and his current position wide 
receiver, where he led the 
league while a member of the 
Buffalo Bills. Briscoe, an Oma­
ha South High School graduate, 
is currently a member of the 
Detroit Lions, having previously 
been with San Diego and Miami. 

Featured speaker at the ban­
quet will be Joe Robbie, princi­
pal owner of the Miami 
Dolphins. Tickets are $12.50 per 
plate and are available at the 
Civic Auditorium and and the 
UNO Athletic Department. The 
Hall of Fame is a joint effort of 
the Athletic Department and the 
UNO Alumni Association.
