The 62 member Czechoslovak Sokol delegation, repre-
senting the largest gymnastic organization in the world, is
headed by Dr. Ant. Hrebik, president of the Czechoslovak
Sokol (C.0.8.), Dr. Miroslav Kavalir, mens’ chief physical
director, and Marie Provaznikova, womens’ chief physical
director.

This group which came to America to participate in the
Tth American Sokol Slet June 29, 1947, in Chicago, has made
many appearances throughout the United States. Their
performances show the high degree of physical excellence
attainable through intensive Sokol training.

The Czechoslovak organization was disbanded during
the German occupation and many of its leaders died in con-
centration camps. The Germans however could not destroy
the spirit of this democratic organization. Immediately
following World War II it blossomed out irrepressibly;
now having a membership of one million.
