clothing and an immigrant basket from 
members of Frank Skala's family. 
Accompanying the artifacts are photo-
graphs and advertisements that docu-
ment the family and business histories.

COLLECTIONS UPDATE 

Recent Additions to the Artifact and Library Collections 
Artifacts 

Lately there have been several dona-
tions to the collections and archives 
related to music groups in Cedar Rapids. 
In researching these organizations, one 
is reminded of the great number of 
Czech bands and orchestras that flour-
ished in Cedar Rapids in the late 19th 
and early 20th centuries. One of the 
earliest was the Kouba National Band, 
founded in 1872 by Frank Kouba, Sr. 
This fall JoFran Falcon of Maryland 
donated the marching baton used by 
this band. She also donated a photo-
graph of Mr. Kouba in his band uniform 
and other images of the band. During 
the 34 years of the band's history, they 
earned a statewide reputation and per-
formed for dances, parties, plays, state 
fairs, picnics, parades, and political con-
ventions. 

Among the other bands formed in 
Cedar Rapids were Kubicek's band (called 
the Bohemian-American Band), Mokrejs' 
Band, and Ben Jansa's Band. When a 
large band was requested, Kubicek and 
Jansa's bands were known to "combine 
forces." 

In the 1920s and early 30s there 
was even a Fireman's Saxophone Band 
composed entirely of firemen. Dr. Robert 
Sedlacek recently donated the clarinet 
used by his grandfather in this band 
(there was one clarinet player and one 
drummer besides the saxophones). Dr. 
Sedlacek also gave numerous old news-
paper articles, photos and other infor-
mation about some of the early bands 
in Cedar Rapids. 

If you have any photographs, news-
paper clippings, or other memorabilia 
from these old bands that you would 
be willing to share with the museum,

Library Materials 
Word has been getting out that the 

library accepts materials in a number of 
different languages - including English! 
An example is a small donation of books 

Czech Band memorabilia on exhibit.

written in English from Ida Kansky of 
Cedar Rapids, Iowa. Among these are 
five items that date from the Second 
World War era, when the Czechoslovak 
government was in exile in England. 
Three of these books were written and 
published by the Czechoslovak Ministry 
of Foreign Affairs Department of 
Information. The titles are Towards a 
Lasting Peace; Two Years of German 
Oppression in Czechoslovakia; and, On 
the Reign of Terror in Bohemia & Moravia 
under the regime of Reinhard Heydrich. 
These books were written in order to 
elicit international recognition and 
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support for the Czechoslovak cause. 
The other two books were published 

by Czechoslovak, a publishing house in 
London that produced English-language 
materials. Prague Braves the Hangman, 
published in 1942 by E.V. Erdely, tells 
of the terror brought on by Heydrich. 
The last chapter is entitled "Retribution 
Will Come," which foreshadowed the 
assassination of Heydrich but did not 
anticipate the destruction of Lidice and 
the murder of its citizens. The most 
interesting item is a miniature book 
entitled The Czechoslovak Army. 
Measuring only 2 1/4" x 3 1/4", this item 
was the perfect size to fit into a shirt 
pocket. It was intended to educate the 
English-speaking public about the history 
of the Czechoslovak army from the 
time of the Hussite wars to the Second 
World War. 

The library has also received a book 
about Milan Rastislav Stefanik. He is 
best known as the famous Slovak general 
who fought with the French in the First 
World War and co-founder of the 
Czechoslovak state along with Masaryk 
and Benes. He died in 1919 in a plane 
crash on Slovak soil on his way back to 
the newly formed Czechoslovak state. 
1999 will mark the 80th anniversary of 
his tragic death. 

However, it may come as a surprise 
to some that Stefanik was also a noted 
astronomer and adventurer. The book, 
entitled Navraty Do Polynezie - po 
Stefanikovych stopach (Returns to Polynesia 
- On the Trail of Stefanik) is co-written 
by Dr. Frantisek Kele, contemporary 
Slovak geographer and explorer, and 
Dr. Miroslav Musil, the Cultural 
Counselor at the Embassy of the Slovak 
Republic in Washington, DC. The 
authors retraced Stefanik's steps by 
climbing the highest peaks of Europe 
and French Polynesia, experiencing the 
geothermal activity in New Zealand, 
and visiting Stonyhurst College in 
Australia, where Stefanik was a member 
of the British Solar Eclipse Expedition 
of 1911. Dr. Musil is currently seeking 
funding to have the book translated 
into English.

Christmas Customs in the Czech & Slovak Republics 

T RADITIONALLY, CHRISTMAS DAY 
in the Czech and Slovak Republics 
was celebrated mainly as a religious 

observance. 
The Christmas calendar starts on 

December 4th (St. Barbara's Day) when 
girls would bring a sprig of a blossoming 
tree into the house and place it in water. 
Called "Good Luck Branches," it is 
believed that if the branch blossoms on 
Christmas Eve it means good luck is in 
store and the girl will find a good hus-
band during the coming year. 

The first celebration is Svaty' Mikulas 
(Saint Nicholas Day) on December 6th. 
Legend has it that Svaty Mikulas descends 
from heaven on a golden cord accom-
panied by an angel (Andel) all in white 
and a devil (Cert) dressed in black with 
a face painted red. Saint Nicholas walks 
through villages, stopping at each home 
to ask the children about their behavior 
during the past year. The Angel carries 
a pen and a book to record their answers, 
while .the Devil lurks.in the background 
rattling his chain. A favorable response 
is rewarded with candy, fruit, or cookies. 
An unfavorable response earns a lump 
of coal or a potato from the Devil. 

The fast of Advent ends on Christmas 
Eve (Vanoce, in Czech and Vianoce, in 
Slovak.) Legend held that anyone who 
fasted until the end of Advent would see 
the "Golden Pig" and have good luck all 
the following year. 

The tradition of eating carp on 
Christmas Eve appeared in the 19th 
century, when the upper classes began 
to enrich their meal with fish, turkey, 
and deer. Those who were less well-off 
could only afford carp. The pond-raised 
carp are sold in village streets at 
Christmastime and purchased live. To 
the delight of the children in the house-
hold, the carp was put into the bathtub 
to swim around until it was time to begin 
the Christmas Eve meal preparations. 

The custom of decorating a Christmas 
tree came to the Czech and Slovak 
Republics from Germany. Traditional 
decorations include candles, hand-blown, 
glass ornaments, gingerbread cookies, 
wrapped candies, nuts, "medovniky" 
(honey cakes), and ornaments crafted 
from straw, cloth, and baked dough . 
Sometimes, in Slovakia, the Christmas 

tree is hung upside-down over the holi-
day table. After the Christmas Eve meal, 
the presents are opened. Little children 
believe that the donor is the newborn 
Christ Child traveling through the 
countryside. When someone secretly rings 
a bell on the Christmas tree, it means 
Jesus has visited, and the family is 
allowed to open their presents. 

Christmas Day is Hod Bozi. After 
church services, the main meal is usually 
roast goose with dumplings and sauer-
kraut. The day is spent visiting with 
relatives and friends . In Slovakia, the 
"jaslickari," (men and boys of the village), 
go from house to house, carrying a 
miniature nativity scene, and bringing 
wishes for bountiful crops, fertility, love, 
peace, and satisfaction. 

The day after Christmas is St. 
Stephen's Day. It is a day for children to 
go caroling and receive rewards of can-

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dies, fruits, and cookies. "On St. Stephen's 
Day there is no master" is a popular 
expression. 

December 31st is called Sylvestr, after 
the saint's day. A festive drink of eggnog 
with cognac is served. Traditionally, little 
sandwiches (chlebycky) consisting of 
white bread heaped with potato salad, 
ham, eggs, sliced pickles, and cheese are 
served. 

The Christmas season ends on 
January 6th, Tri Krale, or Three Kings 
Day. Three men ("kings") would dress 
up in costumes and go caroling. With a 
piece of chalk blessed by the local priest, 
they would inscribe the words "Kaspar," 
"Melchior," and "Balthazar" or just "K 
M B" above the doorway of the home 
to insure a blessing on the household.
