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Award-Winning Writer Jan Novak
to Highlight Fall Dinner

OVELIST AND ESSAYIST JAN
NOVAK will highlight the 1998
Fall Dinner at the National Czech
& Slovak Museum & Library, October
24. Mr. Novak is best known as the
author of Commies, Crooks, Gypsies,
Spooks and Poets: Thirteen Books of Prague
in the Year of the Great Lice Epidemic and
The Willy’s Dream Kit, both of which
won the Carl Sandburg Award. His other
books include The Grand Life and
Turnaround, which he co-authored with
|-its subject, the film director Milos
Forman.

Born in the Czech Republic, Mr.
Novak came to the United States at age
16, after witnessing the end of Prague
Spring. Commies, Crooks, Gypsies, Spooks
& Poets, his most recent work, describes
his return to his homeland after the
Velvet Revolution and is filled with
boyhood memories and observations

[ on the many changes which occurred
in the wake of the fall of communism.
In it he writes, “In Czechoslovakia,
the End of Communist Rule marked
the Advent of Stress.” Commies, Crooks
is part how-to manual for coping with
[ life in a post-communist country, part
| travel guide through the myths and
| landmarks of Prague, and part cultural
introduction to Eastern European art
and politics. Commies, Crooks is avail-
| able in the museum gift store and will
be on sale at the Fall Dinner.

Also that evening the museum will
dedicate and have the First Lighting of
its new chandelier. The chandelier was

‘ produced exclusively for the museum
by Preciosa-Lustry in the Czech Repub-
lic, and will hang in the Roman L. Hruska
Grand Hall. Funding for the chandelier
was provided by long-time supporter
Ms. Leora Zahorik and her brother,

Jan Novak has written two acclaimed books,
The Willys Dream Kit, for which he won
both the Carl Sandburg Award and the
Friends of Literature Award, and The Grand
Life. He also co-authored Milos Forman's
recent memoir Turnaround.

Literary Theme Planned for
1998 Fall Dinner, October 24

HE 1998 FALL DINNER at the

National Czech & Slovak Museum

& Library is taking on a particular-
Iy literary theme. Jan Novak, the award-
winning novelist and essayist, will be
our keynote speaker. Jan came to this
country as a sixteen year old in 1969, in
the wake of the failed Prague Spring and
the renewed iron fist being wielded by
the Soviet Union. His perspective is
interesting. As an observer of events in
this country and his native land, he can
be described as both American and
Czech. His most recent collection of
essays, the Sandburg award-winning

Commies, Crooks, Gypsies, Spooks, & Poets:

Thirteen Books of Prague in the year of the
Great Lice Epidemic, reveals the thinking
of an individual with feet planted in
both cultures.

My phone conversations with Jan
have been fun. He lives in Chicago and
is, like me, a sports fan. Where I was
raised on football, basketball, and
baseball and in later years learned to
appreciate soccer and hockey, his
experience is just the opposite. Born
into soccer and hockey, he has learned
to follow traditionally American sports.
Like most Czech emigres that | speak
with, Jan had heard of Cedar Rapids
and the Museum & Library, mostly
because of the historic 1995 dedication.
But he knew little else. When | described
the size and significance, both historically
and culturally, of the Cedar Rapids
Czech and Slovak populations, and the
nature of our institution, he readily
agreed to be part of our program.

Also at the Fall Dinner it will be a
real pleasure to have the First Lighting
of our long-awaited chandelier. This
project was under discussion when |
came to the museum in 1996, but a
series of foibles bordering on the
Kafkaesque (to use a Czech reference!)
has meant many delays. [ want to
thank Leora Zahorik and her brother
Edwin, the donors for the chandelier,
for their patience as we moved forward
on this project. Their support is partic-
ularly appropriate as Ms. Zahorik was
very involved in the design and devel-
opment of our facility.

Recent Additions to the Artifact and Library Collections

Artifacts
The number of active
Czech and Slovak organi-
zations in the United
States is striking. Of spe-
cial note are the organi-
zations offering financial
benefits to its members
(benevolent societies).
The museum collections
contain a variety of memora-
bilia from these fraternal orga-
nizations. This summer Joseph
A. Kocab of Cleveland, Ohio
donated several badges and rib-
bons from the Our Lady of Good
Counsel Society (Chicago) Czech
Catholic Union. Two years ago his
cousin, Joseph C. Kocab of Parma,
Ohio, donated ribbons, pins, and

pamphlets from the St. Badge

Augustine Society No. 246 donated
| Bohemian Catholic First by Joseph
| Central Union. The A. Kocab.

Augustine Society was founded in 1896
and in 1965 merged into the Catholic
Order of Foresters.

These two Catholic benevolent soci-
eties are part of a larger complex of
Czech and Slovak benevolent societies
around the country. The first permanent
Czech benevolent society, the Cesko-
Slovanska Podporujici Spolecnost (the
Czecho-Slavonic Benevolent Society, or
simply C.S.P.S.) was established in
St. Louis in the mid-1850s. With the
growing number of Czech and Slovak
immigrants in the U.S., and the poor
working conditions endured by immi-
grants, the society was needed to provide
financial aide to sick workers, widows,
and orphans.

Soon after C.S.P.S. was founded, many
other benevolent societies sprang up,
including more conservative Catholic
societies. In 1862, nine Catholic societies
merged to form the Bohemian Roman
Catholic First Central Union. The St.
Augustine Society was established 34
years later as a member of this Union.

The history of Czech and Slovak
benevolent societies contains several
mergers and separations. One notable
separation was the formation of the
Zapadni Cesko Bratrska Jednota (Western
Bohemian Fraternal Association or

| patriotic efforts of these

| financial and social benefits

Z.C.B.]., now WFLA - Western Fraternal
Life Association) in 1897 as a spin-off
from C.S.PS. (now CSA - Czechoslovak
Society of America). Z.C.B.]. intro-

duced “new” ideas such as admission
of women as fully insured members,
premiums established by age, and
establishment of a reserve fund.

Benevolent societies were
probably at their peak during
World War I, when an estimat-
ed one third of all Czechs in

the United States were mem-
bers of a society.

Although the museum
collections contain items
from many of these soci-
eties, they share similar
traits. For example,

ribbons, pins, bylaw

booklets, seals, and
medallions always
indicate the society, lodge
name, number and location. Most of
the ribbons are reversible with bright
colors on one side and black on the
back. The black side was
worn to members’ funerals.

Other items in the collec-

tion include a colorful 1908
C.S.PS. calendar donated by
Gail and Russell Follmann
in 1996. This calendar can
be seen in Homelands, along
with an early 20th century
Z.C.B.). memo pad donated
by Rick and Ella Douda in
1995. Photographs of World
War 1l ambulances and an
airplane purchased by frater-
nal lodges illustrate the

Edgewater, Colorado donated eight
handwritten musical manuscripts that
were created by composer and band-
leader Karl Komzak. Komzak’s band,
which played waltzes, polkas and
mazurkas, toured as far as Canada and
the United States. The manuscripts,
which most likely came from Prague,
were in the possession of Mr. Pazandak’s
grandfather, Ferdinand Kaspar Pazandak.
Ferdinand and Karl were fellow musi-
cians, so it seems that this is how the
manuscripts were passed along.

It is worth noting that five of the
manuscripts were made of paper with a
high cotton rag content. Paper made
from cotton rag is a very stable substance
that holds up well over time. These five
manuscripts are in very good condition,
as evidenced by their white appearance
and pliable feel. A careful look at the
bars on which the notes are set reveals
that they were drawn by hand with a
| rastral, a five-pen instrument. A date on

one of the manuscripts-reads “4/18/1864."

The other three manuscripts look

Library Materials

The library continues to add interesting
and unique items into its archival col-
lection. Alexander Pazandak of

noticeably different. The bars on the
paper sheets were machine printed,
which suggests that Komzak purchased
the sheets ready to use. The paper is
brown and brittle, which gives away
the fact that the paper was made of
highly acidic wood pulp. This kind of
paper came into use in the 1860s, so

we know that these manuscripts were
| composed no earlier than that time
| period.

Ferdinand Pazandak and his family
immigrated to the United States in the
late 1800s, settling first in New York,
then Chicago and finally in northeast
fowa. Ferdinand, his son Alexander
Ambrose and daughter Bozena all played

\ instruments in the original Chicago
Symphony. When Antonin Dvorék vis-
ited Spillville, lowa, Alexander went
there and played a duet on the viola with
him. Alexander taught music lessons to

| his son, also named Alexander, who
went on to become a composer. Mr.

Pazandak has composed eight sym-

phonies, eight operas (and is currently
working on his ninth), and various
overtures and choral works.

In addition to the manuscripts, the
| library acquired a very rare book about
| the Czechoslovak Legion in Siberia.

Entitled Tatranci by Viclav lvicic, the
book is a history of the 7th Marksmen

| “Tatra” Regiment during World War 1.

| A title search revealed that.only two
research institutions — the University
of California at Berkeley and Oxford

| University in England — hold this
particular book. Stanley Trojan of
Warminster, Pennsylvania donated this

| book. Mr. Trojan'’s father, Adolf Trojan,
| fought with the Czechoslovak Legion

| in Siberia and was the original owner
of this book. Adolf later immigrated to

the United States and settled in
Pennsylvania, where he worked as a
shoe repairman, a trade he learned
while he was a Russian prisoner-of-war.
For those readers not familiar with

the story behind the Czechoslovak
Legions, many Czechs and Slovaks who

| were conscripted into the Austro-
Hungarian army either surrendered to

' the Russians and Italians or volunteered

| for service in France so that they could

‘ fight against Austria-Hungary and

| Germany. This led to the formation of

‘ the Czechoslovak Legions in Russia in

| 1916, in France in 1917, and in Italy in
1918. With the Russians dropping out

| of the war in 1917, the new Soviet gov-

| ernment agreed to allow the
Czechoslovak troops to withdraw from
Russia by way of Vladivostok, the
far-eastern Russian port. Transport ships
were to then take them to the battlefields
in France. The Soviets were at first
cooperative but soon became hostile,
forcing the Czechoslovak troops to
occupy the Trans Siberian Railway to

| ensure safe passage. When the war
ended in 1918, tens of thousands of
Czechoslovak troops were still marooned
in Siberia. They finally did make it back
to their new homeland, though some
came home as late as 1921. |
