Why, we do call ourselves Sokols?

The Bohemian  gymnastic  societies,
the Sokols, are the oldest organizations of
this kind in the old country, that have ma-
de it a special aim to develop the human
body by means of a regular, scientific and
systematic exercise, or training. Their
origin dates back with the German Turners
as far as 1848, the actual organization begin-
ning in 1863 in Prague, Bohemia and
1865 in St. Louis, Mo. in United States.
The organization in this country has more
than 6,000 members and iz called the
National = Association of Sokols with the
Executive in New York City, having soci-
eties still flourishing, that can trace their

stated above. Besides two other progres-
sive organizations Zupa Fuegner Tyrs,
with the Exeecutive in Chicago and the D.
A. 8. in New York, numbering totally
15,000 members including the ladies and
- chlidren classes, we have also other organ-
izations of Slavs and Sokols, that is Slo-
vaks, Polish Sokols, Croatians, Slovenians,
Servians, and the boys from Montenegro
in California, and others from Dalmatia in
Chicago. This “Unions” have more than
10,000 members, counting again the ladies
classes and children classes of the individu-
al societies. Now if we combine this army
of Gymnasts, Sokols, with the great body
of the most wonderful organization of that
sort in Burope, the C. 0. 8. with Executive

history back to that remoted

in Prague, Bohemia, with all the other
organizations of Slavs in Burope and at

present also in Russia, then we may surely
count on 150,000 Sokols altogether, if not
more. You will even find Sokols societies
and “Jednoty” (Unions) in the Bohemian
circles in Germany, in the large cities like
Berlin, Hamburg, Dresden, Leipzig, in
Hungary in Pest, in France in Paris, and
in England in London. The Local Society
has about 180 members, 100 ladies and 130
children. We belong to the Middle Divisi-
-on of the national organization The United
Bohemian Gymmastic Associations of Unit-

ed States, and the Executive of the Middle
Division embracing the States: Illinois,
Missouri, Wisconsin, Minnesota and Iowa
is located right here in Cedar Rapids, Ia.

These great gymnastic organizations
have more than twenty eight journals of
their own and their own technical libraries
in their respective languages for educati-
onal purposes only. It is not political, but
national organization, on the purest demo-
cratic basis, of liberty loving citizens, who
helieve in progress, freedom and brother-
hood of men! Their aim is to better the
conditions of their people socially, and in
such a way that they would be strong in
supporting all free institutions, especially
in this free country. ...

Free? Let this question be open, and
with protection of the Constitution of the
United States, progress, education and
love of citizenship think of those of ours,
the blood of our blood, the marrow of our
bones, the children! Make them strong,
educate them in mind and body, make them
free and strong will be our Future, strong
our country in peace with all nations, all
the world. . ..

But you would like to know also, why
we call ourselves Sokols, and what is the
meaning of this name? Translated literally
it gives us the name of a bird — A FAL-
CON, the symbol of the swift, active and

free, the symbol of those who believe in
education, progress, the perfect maintenan-
ce of health  of the individual and strong
nation under the one banner of Liberty. To
Sokols the free thought, with the freedom
of all and privileges to none is the most
sacred duty.

The mnational organization in the old
country Ceskd Obec Sokolskd, in Prague,

is divided in districts called Zupy, the sa-
me in this country, where there are six
such districts, circuits or divisions, the
Eastern, the Northern, the Middle, the
Western, the Southern and Pacific, their
training being one and same according the
Tyr¥ system, or the Bohemian system of
gymnastics and physical culture, that
means the one based upon scientific found-
actions calculated to meet all requirements
as to thorough, sound, harmonious dev-
elopment of all pupils and participants.
All one-sidedness is avioided, their contests
showing a success due to their all around
development, and not one special branch
of the physical culture. ~ The regular les-
sons of the Sokols being always with a
series of free exercises ,callisthenics, with
the occassional use of light hand apparat-
uses such as wands, dumb-bells, Indian
clubs, ete. and later on the heavy work

Bvery six years there is a great fes-
tival and gymnastic exhibition with con-
tests (slet) in Prague, and every five
vears in this country with special contest
in all branches of athletics, physical cul-

ture and callisthenics, swimming ete. Here |

the excercises on the different apparatuses
follow the free exercises: these are per-
formed by classes, or by squades, each
section being conducted by a leader, who
acts as the assistent to the chief with his
staff. The last national contest was held
in Chicago, in 1909 and as the guests of
honor we had there an excellent team of
Sokols from Bohemia with the President
of the national Bohemian Association Dr.
Jos. B. Scheiner from Prague, and many
others leading and representative Sokols
from the old country. The team was
under the supervision of the leader . and
one of the best instructors and Sokols Fr.
Erben from Pilsen. The work of this team
was simply wonderful, and our Cedar Rap-
ids boys carried the first prize, making
individually also some good hits.

The team of eight from Bohemia gave
excellent account of themselves in the name
of . 0. S. not only in this country, but
many times in France, Belgium and many
Slavie lands. To London they were in-
vited in 1910 to complete for English 200
guinea Challenge Shield and were the first,
France second and Great Britain last.

“Physical Education,” edited by Eu-
gene Sully says:  “Bohemia is a small
country, vet the splendid excellence, the
“levelness” of their “eight” was wonder-
ful. The training to the expert eye gave
evidence of Spartan patience in teacher
and pupil’ resulting in beautiful exposition
of ecoordination of mind and body, charact-
erized by an artist harmony and self-
confrol ~ delightful to witness. The City
of Prague, moreover, could have despat-
ched twenty similar teams of “eight” with-
out great effort. If gymnastics can produce
such qualities in an emofional race like the

Slav, it must be a potentional force, and
educational factor of inestimable worth.”

“The great contest of the Gymnastic as-
sociations of Slavie Sokols and their guests
from all parts of the world, in Prague, June
25 to July 1, 1912, with the Americans
predominating was not only an absolute suc-
cess, but marvelous proof of the purpose of
education to elevate mankind to the highest
standard possible. It showed beyond doubt,
that the education must not be confined to
the child in school, but must begin at birth
and continue until death. The home, the
school, the family and the community and
society should have, as for instance the So-
kols have, an institution, patriotic and of
such a character, that the advantages de-
rived from physical training of the body
influence also the mind.

“The Sokols in Bohemia work in this re-
spect for the benefit of all the people. The
Sokols, the Bohemian-Americans in this
country founded their first society  three
years after their collegues and comrades, in
St. Louis, Mo., in 1865. Since that time
the Sokols were in constant touch with their
hrethern abroad, and have attended near-
ly all the contests of mational or interna-
tional character. Last year the preparations
were still greater, the fiftieth anniversary,
being celebrated. The invitations were sent
out to all the Slavie nations, and to all
gymnastic organizations of national char-
acter.

France responded first, then the three or-
ganizations of Sokols in the United States
and also the delegations from Argentina,
Brazil, Clanada, and Servian Sokolg from
New York. Later the Belgians came, re-
presentatives also of German Turners, Rus-
sian organizations of Sokols, their girls and
pupils: Slovak Sokols from United States,
Croatians, Slavs, Servians, Bulgarians and
Montenegro’s delegations, and also their
boys and physical directors and students of
sociology, representatives of the different
governments Europan and otherwise.

Both reported about the large gathering of
Americans and the great success of the So-
kols to the “Leslies Weekly” and other
journals. Prof. Miller from Michigan, Miss
Sargent from New York and other Ameri-
can educators were also present, and with
quite a number guests from the American
colony from Berlin, Dresden and Carlsbad.
One thousand Bohemian-Americans, the
majority belonging to the Sokols societies 1n
the United States, gave our colors the pres-
tige. And you could see it also everywhere |
in the “old golden mother Prague,” as the
Bohemians call their capital. The decora-
tions in American colors and stars and
stripes were complete and with the Bohe-
mian and Slavie colors looked better fo us
than did the colors of the official circles,
or the government.

“The festivities started June 25, on the
grounds of one of the greatest and largest
amphitheaters of Letna and the Bohemian
Olympiade. In comparison with the one of
international character in Stockholm it was
nore interesting, according to statements

of Americans, who were at both places. The
Stockholm athletic . teams of American as-
gociations could not attend the Prague meet
and that was a mistake, as you will readily
understand, knowing that the Sokols gave Il

the gymnastic world the best. June, 25th,
they showed how to begin with the child’s
development in the schools, their gym-
nasiums and public schools. In the ex-
position in the old City hall they proved to
the public at large the utility of the games,
physical training and light gymmastics for
the children, and some athletic sports for
the Sokols and their girls.

The American exhibit was a wonderful
example of the progress of the Sokols asso-
ciations in the United States, with all the
data of the development of our uniform “as
the boys in blue” (1862—1865) — and all
the results and records of the national
union.

“Every Sunday from the first of May
there was a program of gymnastic features
on the grounds of Letna. The attendance
at their festivities and the exposition was
marvelons. The amphitheater being built
in Greek style seated over 120,000 people,
hesides standing room for many thousands
more, boxes for the guests, the large dress-
ing rooms, comfortable and hygienic, toilet
rooms, elegant and practical, departments
for medical service on the field, ete.

The great play “Marathon” given in
costume, with old Greek songs, gymnastics,
oames of the soldiers, people of Athens and
the priests praying to the gods for the vie-
tory against the Persians invading the

country, was a sight worth while. Over three
thousand people, Sokols and their ladies
were the actors in this play illustrating the
fight of a small nation against the invading
and oppressive enemy, strong and wild. The
play was repeated three times. The music
and acting were not only original, but artis-
tic.  There was an orchestra of 250 pieces.

“When the American Sokols arrived in
two special trains, June 22, from Rotter-
dam, Prague was wild with joy. The streets
were full of enthusiastic people and the re-
ception was grand. When the Sokols, Sla-
vie and other guests with Americans in the
front, French, English, Belgians gymnasts
and others marched through the streets of
heautiful Prague, the stars and stripes were
greeted with shouts of joy and respect.
There were 30,000 Sokols in line. On the
grounds 12,000 actives drilled to the special
music in free exercises and 6,000 ladies in
calisthenics and dances. They wore blue
suits, white collars and red kerchiefs on
their heads. It was a beautiful sight when
they daneced and drilled.

And the men! It was an army of well
developed bodies. When they marched into
the arena it looked like an ocean. A picture
never to he forgotten. The guests, French,
Bulgarians, Russians, ete., gave their special
numbers on every occasion. Our American
girls, and the boys of our feam made a com-

“All the press, local and foreign, repre-
sented on this occasion, and the Americans,
French and IEngiish were in the lead every-
where. We saw, also, all the sights of Prasue,
andd  the surrounding country, made ex-
cursions to different parts of Bohemia and
were received royally everywhere. At many
other cities beside “in mother Prague”, the
Sokols celebrated their fifty years of actual
work and progress and we were their guests,
as in Kutnd Hora, Ji¢in and Zelezny Brod,
ete. Many American tourists came with us
wondering why, in Germany or other Ger-
man portions of the Austrian empire, they
do not like to tell the foreigners about this
beautiful and progressive country, of this

fertile and grand land of Bohemia, which
