unmarked graves. He
sold a few to the sur-
viving relatives of the
deceased, for a fee of
$35. This included a
name plate attached to
the headstone in brass
and the headstone con-
structed in place. This
fee mostly took care of
his materials. While a
few headstones were
higher, the majority of
the headstones which
was used for the un-
marked graves, he do-
nated.

Gordon helped build
his own home in 1947,
at a cost of $8000, and
finished paying for it
80 long ago, that he
doesn't remember.

He believes in putting
something aside, and
admits to being able to
buy a Mark IV, "If I
want to."

Gordon, with such a
magnetic personality,
was asked if he had any
advice or anything else
to say.
