Although plagued with numerous problems resulting from 
construction and planning for the complete division of schools 
next fall, Student Council continued to undertake projects which 
benefited the entire student body and the school. The major 
innovation of the year was the establishment of the Honor 
System, an idealistic yet beneficial program to not only curb 
dishonesty, but also to instill within the students a new sense 
of responsibility and maturity. On February 17, the first Niles 
Township Safety Conference was held at Devonshire Community 
Center with guest speaker, John Doremus from WMAQ. In 
addition, a student tutoring system and an experimental all­
period Student Lounge were initiated during the year. Council 
continued its support of the Korean War Orphan, Yang Hong 
Shik, and brought its third foreign exchange student to Niles, Ida 
Boshuis from the Netherlands, under the American Field Service. 
Finally, a complete reorganization of the Council constitution 
and activities was formulated in order to prepare for the in­
creased enrollment after the division of the schools. 

Along with establishing a school store, West Council de­
voted much time determining the new school colors, scarlet and 
white; the mascot, Indians; and the symbolic emblem. In the 
annual United Fund Drive, the combined total donated by both 
schools exceeded $2000, displaying the willingness of Niles' stu­
dents to help others less fortunate. As Student Council creates 
more opportunities for students to demonstrate their maturity, 
the student body exhibits greater enthusiasm for Council's ac­
tivities and the desire to assist instead of ridicule.

The Student Service Organization, initiated in 1956, has since grown 
to include over four hundred members in its three individual depart­
ments: Student Supervised Study Halls, SSSH; Student Supervised Moni­
tors, SSM; and the Special Service Division, SSD.
