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HEALTH AND YOUR 
ENVIRONMENT

The field of Environmental Health can 
~st be defined in canparison with the 

Jeudy of environmental protection. 
Whereas environmental protection con­
cerns itself with the control of hmnan 
impact on the environment, environ­
mental health is m:>re concerned with en­
vironmental impact on humans. 

While elements of environmental 
health have been around a long ti.Ile, 
greater population density and sophis­
ticated mcx:iern technology have resulted 
in tremendous growth in the environ­
mental health field over the last dec­
ade. Although our standard of living and 
life span are the best ever, we are also 
faced with m:>re caiplex threats to per­
sonal health. Here are a fEM that ma.y 
impact on readers and help define envi­
ronmental health. 

As houses are winterized and furnaces 
are turned on, we can anticipate an in­
crease in carbon m:>noxide levels result­
ing fran cracked or rusted heat exchang­
ers in old furnaces. It was :[X>inted rut 
by a local contractor that ma.ny of the 
creed-air gas furnaces installed in our 
_xal camumity 20-30 years ago are nCM 

failing. I.Dng-tenn exposure to even lCM 
levels of carbon m:>noxide can cause 
barely detectable symptans such as 
slight nausea and weakness. Ask your 

furnace 
utility 
or heating _ 
contractor for assistance in checking 
your furnace for carbon m:>noxide. 

Household pesticides, if they are im­
properly used or stored, can increase 
your personal environmental health 
risk. An EPA survey faurl that 9 rut of 
10 American households use pesticides, 
yet less than 50% read pesticide 'labels 
prior to usage. OUr own investigations 
have revealed rusted and leaking pesti­
cide containers in basements and kitch­
ens of hares. Again, the long-tenn pres­
ence of lCM leveb, of pesticides in the 
hane environment can contribute to a 
variety of chronic health symptans. 

The list of these personal environ­
mental threats seems endless. For ex­
ample, you should never drink alcoholic 
beverages while polishing your shoes. 
The presence of alcohol in the system 
heightens the toxic effects of nitroben­
zene in the shoe polish. 

Obviously, sane of these contami­
nants pose rrore of a threat than others. 
As individuals living in a m:>dern 'INOrld, 
we can only read, digest, and atta:rq:>t to 
stay abreast of the hazards in our every­
day lives. As we evaluate these risks, 
it is vitally irrportant that we logi­
cally assign priorities to what we read 
and act accordingly.

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TRAIL UPDATES

National Recreation Trail 

The northern half ( 26 miles) of the 
Cedar Valley Nature Trail was designated 
as a National Recreation Trail this fall 
by the U.S. Departnent of the Interior. 
The BHCCB had applied for the status in 
1990 after which the trail was inspected 
and approved by the National Park Serv­
ice. In 1984 the 16 miles of the trail in 
Linn County had been designated so that 
new 42 of the 52 miles of the trail are 
part of the National Recreation Trail 
System. The Linn County Conservation 
Board (LCCB) will wait with application 
for the last 10 miles, located in Benton 
County, until a dispute with the 3 pri­
vate landowners along the trail has been 
settled. 

Trail Use and Concerts 

trance to McFarlane Park two years ago. 
This fall our maintenance crew resur­

faced alx>ut 4 miles of the trail between 
McFarlane Park and Brandon. Parts of the 
subsurface had begun to surface and 
vegetation on the sides had narra-Jed the 
trail path. A special drag was borrav.m 
fran the LCCB which successfully did the 
job. This stretch of the trail is new 
back to its original 10 ' width. 

Fees and Self Registration

76,000 people used the 52 mile trail this 
year canpared to 71,000 people in 1990. 
Actually sales of passes were down on our 
end of the trail but up significantly in 
the Cedar Rapids area.

Held at Buz­
zard's Glory Quarry, the concerts were 
attended by over 700 people! Prepara­
tions for the 1992 Concert Series are 
already under way. 

Construction and Maintenance 

The Northeast Iowa Hane Builders As­
sociation has started construction of 
their second shelter on the trail. The 
concrete slab was poured this fall and 
the structure will be erected this 
spring. The location for the new shelter 
is Buzzard's Glory Quarry, where we will 
be able to use it during the Concert 
Series. The Hane Builders have ccmnit­
ted to building one shelter on the trail 
each year. They provide all lalx>r and 
materials. The first shelter was built 
at the trail's parking lot near the ~n-

CEDAR RIVER GREENBELT~==============~ 
by Al M!ber, Parle Ranger 

pi4 Black Hawk Park is named after Chief 
· Black Hawk of the Sac and Fox Indian 

Tribe and is one of the largest county 
parks in Iowa. It was the first park 
acquired by the Black Hawk County Con­
servation Board (BHCCB) in 1957. The 
original 325 acre park has grown to 1,745 
acres • It- now forms a 4 • 2 5 mile green­
belt on both banks of the Cedar River 
from just north of Cottage Row in Cedar 
Falls to the Cedar Wapsie Road (C57). 

The park offers a diversity of fa­
cilities and activities to the public. 
There are two developed areas in the 
park. The first area is located off of 
West I.one Tree Road in Cedar Falls. This 
area offers a campground with 106 elec­
trical hookups, a modern shower facil­
ity, and dump station located near the 
park entrance. A primitive campground 
is also available for group use. Picnic 
areas and four open air shelters are 
scattered throughout the developed area. 

Other recreation facilities include 
a boat ramp on the Cedar River, a 
firearms range, clay pigeon 

1a·shooting area, an archery 
range and a sporting clays 
course. Sporting clays 
is an intriguing new 
sp:>rt featuring a simu­
lated hunting course 
with different types 
and sizes of clays 
thrown to simulate 
different types of 
gane an::i actual hunt-
ing situations. To 
learn more about 
this activity call 
the concessionaire 
at 319-987-2625. 

The second devel­
oped area is the Ro­
tary Reserve. This 
area is located on the 
west side of the Cedar 
River off of North Union 
Road and it offers an 
area for large group ac­
tivities • A lodge, which 
can accommodate up to 500 

- people, is located on a tranquil 
section of the Cedar River. This area 
is managed by the BHCCB in conjunction 
with the Waterloo YMCA and must be re-

served in advance. 
Future developments include a bike 

trail from Black Hawk Park to Island 
Park. This trail will connect the camp­
ground to downtown Cedar Falls, George 
Wyth State Park, and the rest of the 
Cedar Valley Lakes Project. 

M:>st of the park is undeveloped and is 
accessible only by foot. This large 
natural area provides opportunities for 
hiking, cross country skiing, snowshoe­
ing, ice fishing, skating, and public 
hunting. A three mile trail along the 
east bank of the Cedar River cuts throug11 
the heart of this greenbelt. 

This greenbelt is hare to a wide vari­
ety of wildlife. Animals range from the 
rare wcxx:i turtle to the elusive wild tur­
key to an occasional bald eagle. The 
park harbors one of the few remaining 
groves of cedar trees from which the 
Cedar River draws its name. It is also 
the site of a large population of Pasque 

flowers. This rare flower is just one 
of several. plant species shel­

tered in a small patch of na­
tive prairie hidden along 

the greenbelt. 
Good fishing can be 

found in the many p:>nds 
throughout the park 
and .in the Cedar 
River • Northern ,,. 
pike, largemouth 
bass, catfish, 
crappies, bluegill 
and sunfish can be 
found in varying 
abundance in all 
waters of too park. 

Black Hawk Park 
is the headquar­
ters of the Black 
Hawk County Con­
servation Ibanl.

- Close by, red sw:vey flags 
stuck out anong the corn stubble to mark 
the placemant of terraces which will be 
built in the spring. The December sun 
had nelted much of the sncM fran the 
field we were driving through, making 
the top rather soft, but in the distance 
the snow still clung to the vertical 
portion of the terraces John had in­
stalled to prevent soil erosion. 

Field terraces and corn stubble left 
on the ground over the winter are oot the 
only physical evidences of John's sus­
tainable fanning practices. A windbreak 
of pine trees franes the fannstead on the 
north and west, making the 100 year old 
fannhouse invisible fran the road. John 
planted sace of those trees while a 
school boy on his father's rural Cedar 
Falls fann, a fann originally settled by 
John's great grandfather and which John 
now CMI1s and manages. 

Continuing across the partially fro­
zen field, John points out grassed head­
liands. These grassed strips have been 
planted at the end of the crop ravs near 
the fences and wate:rways. This grass 
serves to bind the soil and slow c:bm the 
runoff of surface water. In a nearby 
field a grass waterway serves the sane 
pw:pose while providing a route for 
water to travel out of. the field. .Across 
the road, an intake pipe sticking out of 
the ground provides evidence of an 
underground tile line; another way for 
water to travel without eroding topsoil. 

Conservation does not stop with 
John's fields, however. Nearby grass 
wate:rways have been planted with native 
Iowa prairie grasses. Prairie grasses 
are heartier than other grasses and can 
survive drought because their roots go 
deep into the soil. A wateiway with 
well-established prairie grasses needs 
less herbicide to maintain weed control. 
Weeds are controlled naturally. In 
addition to controlling weeds, prairie 
grasses provide food and habitat for 
wildlife. 

While terraces, waterways, headlands 
~and prairie grasses provide physical 
evidence of John's carmitmant to sus­
tainable agriculture, these are not new 
acklitions to his way of life. He first

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becane involved with conservation fann­
ing in the 1960's, when he built the 
first terrace on his fann. John's life­
style is one of stewardship but it does 
not stop with his CMn land. 

As a nenber of the state Soil Conser­
vation Ccmni.ttee and as a board nenber of 
the Leopold Center for Sustainable Agri­
culture, John is actively involved with 
projects designed to improve fanning 
nethods. Projects range fran water 
quality, soil conservation and live­
stock managerrent to pest control and al­
ternative energy sources. Education is 
included as well as research. Doesn't 
this take a lot of t.i.ne away fran his CMI1 

fann? Yes, but John Miller is an indi­
vidual who is camri.tted to making a dif­
ference.
