We also managed
to locate the stetn line
chain that was laid many
years ago along the
Beach area, so that
should make anchoring
boats easier, and we will
consider where else we
can lay chain in the other areas.

We held our AGM on 7t June when the committee and
company directors were all re-clected. Stuart Young took
the opportunity to resign from the committee, and we thank
him for his years of contribution including three as our
Treasurer.

We continue to work away at tackling the derelict boat
issue, and have issued several non-renewal notices to mem-
bers asking them to remove their boats by 31st July, as we are
not renewing their membership. This has caused a signifi-
cant retaliation by some of them and a degree of unpleasant-
ness. We understand that our tougher stance with members
who are owners of unseaworthy boats and getting stricter
with applying the Rules is not appreciated by some mem-
bers. (Which is a bit of an understatementl) However, the
committee feel that our actions are justified if we are to
stand any chance of getting the Pill clear of unused and dere-
lict boats and bring order to the berthing arrangements.

Nature Notes

As I write this it is actually raining, which is so welcome after so much dry weather - not a sentence I normally use!
Although Cornwall has been cooler than most parts of the country, we have had a prolonged period of high tempera-
tures and no rain - great for visitors, but not so great for growing plants.

Interestingly, since starting to use the ‘no dig” method for growing plants, I haven’t watered anything - the exception
being my containers. To water the polytunnel I have used up all the water from the many water butts that I collect, but
there is still some rainwater in the old baths that are part of the veg garden. Is this weather a fluke event? We used to
call it summer! Or is it the beginning of a change of climate that will need us to find ways to adapt?

How will it affect the wildlife? There has been the national Big Butterfly Count this
month, so we have been looking out for as many as we can. Although we have had
| beautiful sun and the buddleia plants (‘butterfly bush’) are in full flower, there are very
few of the ‘usual’ butterflies about- Peacocks, Red Admiral - we had a huge amount of
| Painted Lady butterflies a few years ago, but I think that was a freak event. In our
meadows we have loads of Ringlets, Gatekeepers, Meadow Browns, along with Mar-

! bled Whites, small Skippers, just one Comma, small Copper and Fritillary (not sure ex-

| actly which!l). We have increasing patches of birds foot trefoil which we have been told

Devolvement:

The best news we have had for a while is the prox-
imity to the legal transfer of the car park and the toilet
block to this Council, from Cornwall Council. The
TRANSFER document has been written up and
signed by us, and when dated by our solicitor will be
complete. We are just now waiting for the Rowing
Club and Cornwall Council to clarify the ownership of
the small patch of land north of the toilet block so
that we can complete the legal process.

Toilet Block:

On the basis that we will shortly ‘own’ the redun-
dant toilet block, we need to start thinking about its
future use? We will obviously keep open the current
‘disabled’ toilet, for villagers and visitors alike, but we
will have the opportunity to use the remainder of the
building for some other useful purpose. So far, there
seems to be a growing desire for a kayak rack or simi-
lar for village use, but if anyone has any bright ideas,
then please let me or any of the Councillors know.

Highways:

After a comprehensive campaign from the Parish
Council, our Parishioners, and our Cornwall Council-
lor, I am delighted that most of the roads around the
village have recently been ‘patched” with tarmac, which
should keep us going until Water Lane (specifically) is
re-surfaced. But in the meantime, please continue to
report potholes (on the Cornwall Council web site) as
and when you see them.

Cormorant Development:

I have recently been advised that the first ‘owners’
move onto the site during August, with 4 out of the 9
properties being virtually complete. The remainder
need some final internal work to finish them off com-
pletely. Landscaping will be completed during August
and there will some minor ‘snagging’ during early Sep-
tember! Openreach have also reported that the instal-
lation of Superfast fibre “to the premises” is now
complete to the Cormorant site.

Earlier in May we had a wonderful bluebell walk in Lan-
tyan Woods, and many thanks to David Guiterman for lead-
ing that. Wonderful carpets of bluebells and wood anemo-
nes were right on our doorstep.

In June we had a visit to the Cornwall Wildlife Beaver Pro-
ject hosted by Chris Jones at Woodland 1 alley Farm, Ladock.
Unfortunately, we didn’t get any sightings, but we had a love-
ly evening hearing of the work done and about the complete
difference the beavers have made to the enclosed valley that
they are in, fully explained by Tom Shelley from CWT and
Chris. It is well worth a visit and bookings can be made on
the CWT website.

Cornwall Wildlife Trust put out an appeal for help to raise
funds to buy the remaining part of Helman Tor on Bodmin
Moot that they do not already own. Itis 97 acres surround-
ed by their Helman Tor nature reserve. They plan to expand
and connect woodland and wetland habitats that are vital for
some of our rarest and most threatened wildlife. Our com-
mittee thought that this was such a worthwhile cause that we
agreed to donate £500 towards it, and appealed to our mem-
bers to consider their own donation.

Our next event is a Rockpool Ramble at Readymoney Beach
on Friday 12t August between 12.00 and 2.00pm, followed
by a zoom presentation from Prickle and Paws on Hedgehog
rescue and welfare at Lerryn Memorial Hall on Wednesday
215t September at 7.30pm. We chose a zoom event because
it gives us the opportunity to see around their facilities and
to meet many of the current rescuees.

Some of our members recently took part in Shoresearch
Survey training led by the Cornwall Wildlife Trust to monitor
rocky shore habitats and species- a project our group has
been involved in for over 10 years at Readymoney. To sup-
port this, we have recently purchased some scientific equip-
ment to allow our volunteers to undertake these surveys
more often across the year to look at seasonal trends. If any-
one is interested in taking part, please get in touch.

It doan’t seem possible that we’m already neatly in Au-
gust; that be 8 months gone neatly about and ’twill soon
be time to think about harvest. That’s when you can see
the results of the work that’s bin put in over the previous
months, and in today’s climate ’tis brave and important,
especially with the price of the veg going up all the time.

For they that do deatrly like the snowdrops, crocuses
and fritillarias, then now this month is the time to get
them planted. If there be a shrub or geranium in a
friend’s garden and you lust after one similar, then there
be a good chance that a cutting will take easily now. Sum-
mat for nort! For they that do grow their own tomatoes,
let them grow on to have four or five trusses that ’ev set,
and then pinch out the growing tips of the plant to stop
them getting any larger.

As the grass cutting gets less, lift the mower blades up a
bit and stop scalping the turf, and not leave the bottom of
the grass exposed to the sun’s rays. This will help stop
that beastly sight of yellowing where it should be as green
as a leek!

There’s one plant, well bush really, that will flower all
the summer, and that is the botany bay or hydrangeas.
They’m well suited to we down here, for they won’t stick
much in the way of frost, but deatly like the usual summer
wet. So if this yer they gurt flower heads be on the small
side, ’tis a certain fact ’tis only due to the lack of rain. To
keep they flowers blue, then water in some of they slug
pellets that contain sulphate of ammonia, but doan’t ee
do it in a drought.

Nort

As Nort has so eloquently put it, Mother Nature certainly
“opened the furnace door” at the time of our heatwave.

We recently picked up the Cornish dialect word pilmet, which
means a downpour of rain. We could certainly do with one
of those...!! Ed.

1. Pre heat the oven to 190°C/180°Fan/375°F/
Gas Mark 5.

2. Cream the butter & sugar until light and fluffy.

3. Beat in the eggs gradually with a little of the
flour.

4. Carefully fold in the remaining flour.

5. Spoon into 18 paper bun cases set in bun tins.

6. Bake for 20-25 minutes or until well risen and
golden.

7. Cool on a wire rack.

Icing
Eqgunal quantities of Mascarpone Cheese & Icing Sugar
1. Beat well together and either pipe or use a tea-

spoon to spread a generous amount on top of
the cakes.

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Ukraine Mission

I arrived in Przemsyl just after the lice outbreak. The
whole side of the abandoned Tesco was lined with pallets of
blankets, and room 13 where I slept, piled high with mat-
tresses, all in quarantine. The lights never went out, and
over a small wall of bottled water, were about 650 people
living in camp beds.

Systems and structure were lacking, and as more volun-
teers arrived, I moved fluidly; through cleaning, providing
hygiene and toiletry products alongside the Mormon church;
people occasionally fighting over the random bag that would
get donated and very few people remembering the teenage
male in their clothing and product donations; to supporting
the logistics function by attempting to facilitate the coordina-
tion of multiple organisations, delivering directly in to
Ukraine.

Warehouses everywhere dried up to 15% capacity, some of
which are now closed down. Core groups of individuals
from Przemsyl moved into Ukraine. These same individuals
have now moved further east, essential for hubs collaborat-
ing individual silo efforts. The large aid agencies are not
visual in many places and fuel has been a significant issue for
weeks.

I've continued- remotely facilitating evacuations, visa spon-
sorships, arranging donors for filling supply lists I still have
coming in, and facilitating last mile supply deliveries. Being
in the UK, out of a war-speed hamster wheel can be frustrat-
ing, particularly having been offered thousands of hospital
beds, working out logistics of getting them from site to the
far east of Ukraine supported by multiple individuals and
organisations, only to have the offer rescinded, forcing me in
to debating these things with patliamentary contacts at a
time when we effectively have no PM.

On my return to UA, I want to support commercial ex-
ports and hope to have the first truck of Ukrainian wine in
bond in the UK very soon and ready for sale.

Donations from UK I'm seeking to take out with me, are
laptops, tablets and phones especially old analogue ones.
Hundreds.
