The house built in 1846 by George Newcomb (on the site of what 
is now 15 Cedar St.) fell victim to the Great Salem Fire of 1914. 

~new era of Salem's history began after this tragedy. The 
ability of Salem's people to bounce back from great adversity 
is best shown by the renewal of the area. 

On Nov. 16, 1914 Alice L. Sargent, of Cambridge, sold to Thomas 
Fenno, the lot of land inherited by her from Esther M. Newcomb. 
Mr. Fenno probably had the present house built soon after. (book

May 21, 1930 Thomas I. and Hazel Fenno sold to Ralph A. Punchard 
(book 2846 page 157) 

June 11, 1931 Mr. Punchard sold to John H. Sheedy, William D.

Aug. 13, 1931 John n.· Sheedy et. al. sold to Thomas H. Whearty 
(book 2890 page 559) 

Sept. 16, 1977 the estate of Thomas Whearty sold to Daniel E. 
and Sheila A. Tucker (book 6394 page 183) 

Dec. 8, 1978 the property was sold to the present owners Mary 
Lesch and Annie E. Harney (book 6547 page 30)
