‘The-Student Senate met in an
open emergency meeting
day afternoon at 4:30 to consid-
er what action it should take
conceraing the events stemming
from the Kent State incident,

roposals ran from a one
day-boycott of classes to an
endless strike, Finally, the Stu-
dent Senate resolved to hold a
moratorium on Wednesday and
stage 2 memorial service In
honor of the Kent dead and hold
further discussion on the situa-
tion at hand,

Thursday and Friday were to
be strike days In which dis-
cussions concerning the pro-
blems relevant to OD would
be held,

‘The Student Senate resolution
was not approved by the Faculty
Senate which favored in-class
discussions,

Students to
get choice
in Honor
hearings

Next year students accused
of an Honor Code offense may
have the opportunity of choosing
whether they wish to be tried
by the Honor Court or the Dean
of Students, according to Asso-
clate Justice James R, Hughes,

to the Procedures for Student

Discipline which President

James L. Bugg Jr. had sub-

:xm fo the Board of Visitors
r

Hughes, like
dents, was not satisfied withthe
Procedures, which eliminated
the Honor
the Uniform Code, which incor=
porates the Honor Court into the
concept of Bugg’s Prodedures,
and ‘4lso added clauses which
allow for a defendant to have a
defense counsel from the time
he is accused.

Hughes presented the Uni-
form Code to Bugg, whoaccept-
ed it and sent it to the Board

‘“make the Court personnel
more responsible to thelir
duties,”

The addition allows for “the
right to be heard by either the
Honor Council or the Dean of
Sutdent Affairs, and the right
to have either the Honor Council

*“The whole thing is meant to
be a fabric framework with
controls instituted only to in-
sure responsibility,” sald
Hughes, In other words, if the
members of the Honor Court
know that the student has the
cholce of either going to them"
or to the Dean of Students they
will be more likely to conduct
themselves in such a way that
they would not fall into disfavor
with the students,

“If you have 3 Dean of Stu-
dents that is out for blood you
can go to the Honor Court, and
i1 you have an Honor Court that
1s out for blood then you can go
to the Dean of Students,” sald
Hughes,

Hughes said that some mem-
bers of the Honor Court were
opposed to this move ‘because
their vested interests (‘‘pow=
er”) In the Court would be
decreased fn absolute terms,”
adding that the majority were
in favor of it,

In order to comply with Old
Dominion President James
Bugg’s statement that he would
recognize requests or docu-
ments that came through offi-
clal channels, Ron Bunch, re-
Ppresenting the Campus Ameri-~
cans for Democratic Action,
appeared before Tuesday’s
meeting of the Faculty Senate,

To allow this, the Senate had-
to amend the agenda and sus-
pend the rules of the Senate,

When finally called upon,
Bunch read the list of demands
drawn up by the CADA Tuesday
morning to the Senate and asked
for the Senate's approval of the
demands, Due to the wording of
some of the demands, the Fa-”
culty Senate refused to move
to endorse them,

Instead, the Faculty Senate

Senate resolved to urge Pre-
sident Bugg to send a tele-
gram to President Nixon in
which the Senate expresses its
horror at what happened at
Kent State,

The.Senate resolved to send
a telegram to President Nixon
urging him assure a full
and impartial investigation of
the Kent State incident and fur-
ther more guarantee the con-
tinuance of the rights of the
freedom of speech and peace-
ful protest on camipus,

The Faculty Senate proposed
to urge President Bugg from
using armed force on campus
except as a last resort,

te also moved to
arrange a meeting between in-
terested parties and President
Bygg by Wednesday afternoon,

The Faculty Senate then re- *

turned to its original agenda

up and
approve a resolution concern-
ing activities on campus for the

rest of the week, The Student
Senate resolved that a mora-
torlum be held on Wednesday
from noon till two o'clock and
that a strike be held on Thurs-
day and Friday in memorial to
the Kent dead,

The Faculty Senate did not
move to approve or endorse
the Student Senate resolution
becauSe it felt that the two
strike days were useless, The
faculty Senate did, however,
propose and pass its own re-
solution which called for the
Faculty Senate to strongly re-
commend to all of the faculty
that they utilize their class

Kent dead Wednesday.

Demands handed to Bugg

Students March on Adm.

Old Dominion President
James L, Bugg, was presented
a list of five demands by the
Campus Americans for Demo-
cratic Action and other students
Tuesday afternoon in’ what ap-
peared to be the first of a
serles of events here at OD
stemming from the student
slayings at Kent University
Mondaj

y.

Earlief Tuesday morning,
Ppickets marched In front of the
student unlon carrying signs
protesting the Kent slayings and
American involvement in Cam-
bodla, At noon, a rally was
held in which Ron Bunch
Speaking for the CADR, read
the demands to the approxi-
mately 240 students and faculty
who had gathered,

‘The demands were:

L. A full investigation by an
independent organization to un-
cover the full story in the Kent
State Massacre.

2. Right to free speach and
peaceful protest on campus
grounds, with no fnterference
from outside police or other
law enforcement agencles,

3, Removal of ROTC and
military recruiters from cam-

pus.

4. Immediate recall of all
(American) invading forces of
C;

ambodia,
5. Halt the bombing of North
Vietnam,

After reading the demands,
Bunch asked the crowd If they
wanted the demands presented
to President Bugg or did they
want to “let it fly,” This was
met with shouts of “Take it to
‘Bugg pow!"*

The group then

Bunch that Bugg was In confer~
ence and would he please walt
outside, Bunch handed the sec~
retary the demands and asked
that ‘she give them to the
president on “behalf of the stu-
dent body."”

Bunch then reported to the
marchers that Bugg was ‘“‘con-
venlently in conference and that
Dr, John Tabb of Institutional
Studles was on his way to add-
ress the crowd. This was met
by shouts of “We want Bugg!”"
At this point approximately 300
persons were participating in
the march,

After about 15 minutes, Bugg
came to the front of the build-
ing. Bunch then proceeded to
read the demands to Bugg, The
president responded by saying,
““You've got a student organ-
ization that is your representa-
tve to the University, If [ re-
celve from the Student Govern-
ment Association these de~
mands, whatever the Student
Association wishes to give me
as the official voice of the
students, I'll be very happy to
‘communicate this,

‘*Obviously I have no con-
trol over any of the things you
are asking me to do, You're
simply asking me to pass on
something. You have represen-
tatives; there is an appropriate
legislative way of doing this,
I'm perfectly happy to do that.”

Several students asked Bugg
to give his opinion on the events
at Kent Unversity, He said that
he couldn’t make a snap judge-
ment from a newspaper story
and that he was willing to make
a judgement on evidence gather-
ed by an investigation.

Concerning the demands,
Bugg said that

whether I support them or I
don't, I'm telling you that onthe
question of what happened yes-
terday, I'm in favor of an in-
vestigation of it, Once that re-
port is in, I make up my mind,"

Bugg sald that “ROTC on
this campus is not my parti-
cular responsibility, At the

mement, ROTC on this campus
is a legitimate discipline which
has been approved by the pro-
per authorities before Ibecame
president of this institution, It
will have to gothroughthe same
process...a formal channel.”

President Bugg sald that if
an officlal message came from
the proper channels, he would
send t to President Nixon,
CADA was requesting that Bugg
forward the list of demands
to President Nixon in his capa-
city as president of Old Dom-

on.

Bugg sald that he would not
support a strike or boycott of
classes, “The question of
classes is between you and
your teachers, The president’s
office makes absolutely nodiff-
erence, The job of students on

this campus Is to go to classes,
I don’t think it's to boycott
them,”

In conclusion, Bugg told the
crowd that he could not imagine
a situation at Old Dominion
that would require the calling
out of the National Guard,

As Bugg walked back to his
office,’a Mace and Crown re-
porter asked him to convey his
feelings on the march, “I think
that as long as an assembly is
one that doesn’t disrupt the
campus, I think that it's good
to have students show this kind
of concern in this way,”

The crowd then broke up and
proceeded back to the Univer-
sity Center to discuss further
plans concerning Old Domin-
lon’s involvement in the Kent
University situation,

OD silent majority speaks

On Monday afterncon, Sandy
Lee Scheuer was walking to a
speech therapy class, Willlam
Schroeder, an ROTC scholar-
ship winner, was observingstu-
dent demonstrations at his
school, Jeffery Miller was also
near the demonstrations, as was
Allison Krause,

Within minutes, all four Kent
State University students were
dead, killed by rifle fire of the
Natlonal Guard who were on
campus to control the student
disturbances,

‘This nation's college students
are stunned, grieved, and
angered over the slayings. At
present, approximately 333
colleges have shut down elther
temporarily or permanently,
Student demonstrations are
widespread, And the academic
nation mourns the loss of four
of Its brothers and sisters,

To our west, not more than
300 miles from here, an ‘es-
timated 4000 students took part
in demonstrations Wednesday at
the University of Virginia,

Even here at Old Dominion
we feel the comewhat slight but
real repercussions of the slay-
ings. Over 300 students here,
approximately the number of
students who vote inschool ele-
ctions, have demanded the tem-
porary shutdown of OD, But
how does the average, non-vocal
student feel about the situation
at Kent State and its relevance
here at OD?

In a seres of interviews, this
reporter attempted to ascer-
tain the true feelings of the maj-
ority of students here, Every
student interviewed was sad-
dened by the slayings at Kent
State, Several felt that the Nat-
1onal Guardshould not havebeen
on campus; others felt that the
National Guard should not have
had lve ammunition; still
others felt that the National
Guard “blew their cool”” and
could have controled the
crowds by other means than
bullets,

National Guard should

the other hand, felt that the
slayings came about as aresult

Out of the fifteen students
interviewed, only two said that
they might consider honoring
the the student strike, The gen-
eral concensus was that the
strike was unnecessary and
most students would use it as
an excuse to cut class, Two
professors Interviewed safd
that it would be much wiser
to utllize class time for dis-
cussfon of the Kent situation,
Professor Willard Frank feels
that a strike is not an effective
use of time and that class dis-
cussfons and continuous mar-
ches are much more effective,

In answer to the question on
the relevance of the Kent sit-
uation to OD, the students in-
terviewed were split, Half felt
that there was no real signif-
lcance here at Old Dominion,
Miss Kelley feels that the Kent
State incident was an isolated
Incident and doesn't believé it
could happen here,

The other students feel that
it definitely could happen here
and that there is great signif-
{cance inthe Incidence,

‘The student strike and mora-
torium has received little sup-
port from the student body,
Also, Old Dominion 1s known
for its general apathy, Phillip

Ralsor, an English professor,

attended Kent State from 1966
to 1969 as a Ph.D, candidate,
He compared the soclal organ-
ization of OD and KSU, He said
that at OD most of the students
are gone by 3:00, but at Kent
State, most of the student body
begins to gather at 3:00 In a
kind of dialogue in the union

In WRITING RACKETS, a startling and rev book pub
lished last year, author Robert Byrne puts the sock to writing
correspondence schools and vanity (subsidized) presses, Some
of his i and pronouncements follow:

A million people in the United States intend to write a book or
have tried to. So says vanity publisher Edward
once bullt up a file of 135,000 active poetry writers alone,

The aggressive Famous Writers School, which seemingly ad~
vertises everywhere, recelves 300,000 requests a year for in-
formation,

The appeal is obvious: Freedom to be your own boss, Fact:
Independent or freelance writing is one of the riskiest and worst-
pald professions In the world,

Most magazine articles are written by staff members or by one
of a relatively small group of professional writers,

Desplte the generally feeble demand for fiction today, fiction is
precisely what most beginners are interested in, Correspondence
writing schools enroll three times as many students in fiction
writing as do those Involving commercial writing,

In addition to schools for writers, there Is a surprisingly large
swarm of manuscript readers and revisors, coaches, teachers,
read-for-pay “agents,” and purveyors of books and
that claim to convey the secrets of writing, They all promise fame,
fortune, The result is {nvaribly a depleted pocketbook,

Fact: The average full-time freelancer earns $3,000 per annum,
not counting expenses, Fact: A published book nets the author
about $1,600, on the average, during the year it sells,

One publisher a few years ago studied his own records and|
discovered that, of 16,000 unsolicited book manuscripts recelved|
over several years, only three had been published,

According to John Clardl, poetry editor of THE SATURDAY|
REVIEW, he receives from 400-600 poems every week, 100 are
published a year., THE ATLANTIC MONTHLY recelves 27,000
articles every year,

Uhlan has also sald, “Not one in hundreds of the men and
women who pay the writing schools hard cash to liberate their
muses will ever sell a word they write,”

A vanity-published book costs roughly$l5 a page to finance,
Vanity publishers do a $3,000,000 business annually,

Correspondence schools milk their 50,000 students for a fat
$15,000,000 a year.

While one can learn certain fundamentals of writing
the mail, advertising and promotional material imply that the
average person can learn by mail how to make a good living by
writing,

But it takes a good deal more than fundamentals, Financial
success depends on the writer’s personality, experience, intelli-
gence, energy, motivation, imagination, luck, and the caprices of
public taste,

A survey of the country’s top 26 magazines by K,M, Barker
revealed that in one year 79,812 unsolicited non-fiction article|
manuscripts were submitted, Lessthana thousand were accepted,|
Fiction manuscripts totaled 182,505 that same year, of which only
560 were accepted.

Larston Farrar, a free-lance writer and a Washington corres-|
pondent, has sald, ““Writers and potential writers seem to swallow|
more pure malarky from sharp operators than any other class of]
people presumed to be intelligent,"

‘The question about schools for writers is whether or not writing|
can be ““taught” at all, Too muchteaching, in fact, might smother|
whatever originality the student has and weighhimdown with pre-|
digested rules and other people’s opinions,

Wrlting schools tend to be stufly, conservative, puritanical,
square, Despite the heavy stress they lay upon the moneymaking|
aspects of writing, they have failed to tell its students about the
fastest growing market of all: hard-core pornography.

Young Hehas been
endorsed by both the Young
Republicans and the Young

The Daughters of the Ameri-
can Revolution granted him
Good Citizen award for Out-
standing Freshman,

Johnson Sees the responsi-
bilities of the president of the
SGA as “to insure that the in-
terests of the students are up-
held. He (the SGA president)
should be relentless In this
indeavor, but show courage and
tact.”

In the event of a conflict be-
tween the students and any other
facet of the University, Johnson
sald, "I belfeve thereare suffi~
clent channels at this moment
which a capable and dedicated
leader could use,

*'The Influence that a student
president projects upon the ad-
ministration Is best measured
by responsibility and not ‘Cheap
Thrills’,

“I uphold the constitutional
right of every student to peace-
tul assembly, free speech and
freedom of the press.”

When asked about the planned
University Senate, Johnson
said, “I think we are capable
young men and women and that
we can communicate and deal
with our elders in an intelligent
way."”

In discussing other lssues,
Johnson stated, ‘I belfeve
there Is a detrimental trend
on this campus towards the
{formalizing of the student-pro-
fessor relationship, The pre-

sent trend toward a large uni-
versity which adheres to the
policy of ‘publish or perish’
and desires to transform our
classrooms into the mass pro-
duction system of large classes
s 10 no one’s benefit,

“I, as others, came to OD
because I liked the combination
of a large city university with
the intimacy of a small private
college,

“In this way (as president) I
intend to represent the students
interest In recelving a better
quality education.”

Louis L. Eisenberg

Louls L, Eisenberg says that
he Is running “‘malnly to
insure that student rights are
not violated, happens
while Iam prestdent then legal
action will be taken against the
University, the administration
in particular,”

Active Inpolitical life, Eisen~
berg was chairman of the Cam-
pus Americans for Democratic
Action last semester, is pre-
sently on the executive board
and treasurer of the Hampton
Roads Civil Liberties Union,

He Instituted the bail bond
fund at OD and has alded many
Students In getting lawyers and
free legal help,

Eisenberg was one of the
original students who wrote
HEW to relate what they con-
sidered OD’s discrimination

Ppolicy against minority groups. -

Eisenberg was formally a
member of the University Sen-
ate Planning Committee but no
longer active on the committee
because he “thought that the
origional purpose of the Uni-
versity Senate had not been
reached and would not be re-
ached, I am not against the
University Senate, I am a-
galnst abandoning the original
purpose as a policy making
body.

“Other than the Unisenate
controlling the finances of the
students, I see no major change
in the power of the Student
Government. I do want the
SGA to join the National Stu-
dent Assoclation, a socially and
politically active group, inplace
of the Virginfa Assoclation of
Students Governments, a reac-
tlonary group to which we now
belong.”

He does not wish to follow the
Adminstration chain-of-
command, If President Bug
does not come down to listen
then he will not hear what the
students want to say, !do not
mean to polarize the adminis-
tration against us (the students)
but the students won't sit back
and take abuses. Again we will
take legal action,

In discussing present admin-
istration policies, Eisenberg

Wally 6. Haislip

Wally G, Haislip a junfor
Math major, was one of the
authors of the University Sen-
ate constitution, He has also
worked in class councils for
two years and on orlentation
last year,

Halslip, sees the mainissues
of this election as the Honor
Court, the Student Code of
Ethics, the reinstatement of
senlor class officers and the
University Senate,

On the subject of the Honor
Court he said, I reccomend
complete review of the system
which often serves only as a
testing ground for young ambi-
tious lawyers -to-be, to the
great detriment to the people
who are fnvolved in a very
serlous situation.

“I also advocate 2 written
proceedure of due process in
which the channels of appeal
are spelled out and any person
may have the right to appeal
a decision all the way to the
Board of Visitors,”

Concerning the Student Code
of Ethics, Haislip stated that
he thought the students “should
have been able to review and
recommend changes to the Stu-
dent Code before the president
presented it to the Board of Vis=
itors for their approval.”

“1 would ltke to see the re~
instatement of senior class off-

sald that he was ‘‘thoroughly
“-against ‘President Bugg’s 12

point commandments, particu-
larly number 12; his blank check
to get rid of anyone on compus
he deems undesirable.

“If administration policles
are not adequately changed, as
SGA President I will consider
filing suit tn U,S, district court
against the administration,

“I belleve that if President
Bugg continues to follow this
same course of conduct that un-
rest is inevitable,””

Although Eisenberg does not
advocate violence as a last re-
sort policy for students, he
would support *‘non-violent civ-
11 disobedlence.”

“‘They (the administration)
want us to follow an unconsti-
tutional lst of rules (The Code
of Conduct) and accept their
racist policy,”

When asked about an election
platform and promises, Eisen-
berg stated, “I do not really
promise to do anything in the
way of changes, I only want to
see that all the committees In
student government are used to
thelr fullest,

“‘Students and faculty are the
new lnnovators, TheSGA Pres-
ident is only the coordinator, I
would not have the power that
past presidents have had, The
power is all with the students

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Student Statement

The following editorial is a national ed-
itorial which has been fun this week by
dozens of student newspapers from coast
to coast,

-

President Nixon’s unwarranted and ill-
egitimate decision to send American
combat—forces into Cambodia and to
resume bombing of North Vietnam de-
mands militant, immediate and continued
opposition from all Americans.

Through his unilateral executive move,
the President has placed the countryina
state of emergency. He has ignored the
constitutional perogatives of Congress,
and revealed the shamof his Vietnamiza-
tion policy which, through a tortuous pro-
cess of inner logic, demands that we es-
calate the war in order to enable Amer-
ican troops to withdraw. He is demon~-
strating that American foreign policy
still dictates the necessity to sacrifice
American lives to ravage independent
countries and to squander our resources
and energies.

The President has tragically misgaged
the mood of the country. The antiwar
movement, which has marched and pro-
tested for years, in a vain effort to re-

_verse the United States’ role in Southeast

T Asia, has finally resurfaced in new and

| larger numbers, With Nixon's allies now

! finally exposed, the immorality and hypo-
‘crisy of our government's policy have
been revealed for all to see.

The need for action has never been so
great nor so urgent.

We therefore call on the entire aca-
demic community of this country to en-
gage in a nationwide university strike.
We must cease business as usual inorder
to allow the universities to lead and join
in collective action to protest America’s’
escalation of the war,

We do not call for a strike by students
against the University, but for a strike
by the entire university -- students, fac-
ulty, staff, and administrators alike. The
reasons for such a strike are manifold.
First, it is a dramatic symbol of our op-
position to a caorrupt and immoral war.
It demonstrates clearly our priorities.,

For the significance of classes and exam- ;
ingtions pales before the greater pro-
blems outside the classroom.

But the necessity of a strike extends
far beyond these reasons. The strike is
necessary to free the academic com-

munity from activities of secondary im-
portance and to open it up to the primary

task of building renewed opposition to the
It is necessary to permit the aca-
demic community to first solidify its own
opposition and then to act immediately
to extend this opposition beyond the cam~
puses. We ask the entire academic com~
munity to use this opportunity to go to
the people and to bring home to the entire
nation the meaning of the President’s
action. A massive, unprecedented dis-
play of dissent is required.

We urge that this strike be directed
toward bring about the following changes:

1. An immediate withdrawal of all Am-
erican forces from Southeast Asia;

2. Passage of an amendment to the
Senate's military appropriation bill to
deny all aid for our military and political
adventures in Southeast Asia;

3. The mobilization of public support
for antiwar candidates in the upcoming
orimary and general elections;

My credentials for holding the
Office of Attorney General I be-
Ueve equal or excel anyone’s who hold
a comparable office inany Institution
in this state, Since 1966, I have
been serving in semi-profession
positions with one of Virginia's
leading law firms which includes
a former professor of law and a
member of the Virginia legislature.

Mr, Bunch generalizes in his
statement concerning lenfency to-
ward defendants, Where a student
violates the Honor Code with full
knowledge that he Is doing so, I do
not deny that I refuse to be lenient.
If a student accidentally violates
the Honor Code, I feel that leniency
may be in order. Leniency to every
defendant would be like leaving food
for rats, killing all the cats and
hoping the rats will die of over-
eating.

The argument advanced by Mr,
Bunch Is certainly one to be ex-
pected by one of Mr, Bunch's pol-
itical leanings, If procedure is not
strictly adhered to, the defendant
will not receive a fair trial, he will
ask and certainly. receive a new
trial,

When Mr, Bunch refers to my
need for a conviction because of
““the past conviction record” he
leaves me in the dark. If he means
the past conviction record of the
defendant he is correct, if a defen-
dant is found guilty of a second or
third offense he obviously hasn't
learned to obey the Honor Code,
If he means the number of convic-
tions handed down by the Court
during my administration he is
mistaken because such a statement
would be grossly out of order and
would instantly be striken by the
Court, Since I became Attorney
General, seven cases have been
given to this office involving nine
defendants, of these cases two have
been dropped ‘involving four defen-
dants, These two were dropped at
my request,

On the point of Mr, Bunch’s ac-

cusation that several members of
the Court were “upset with my
performance”, | can only say that
the members of the Court elect the
Attorney General to serve at the
pleasure of the Court and a major-
ity of the members can dismiss
me at any time,

As a final point, I want to set the
record straight on an irrelevant
point that Mr, Bunch brought out,
The Nixon administration s per-
haps the last source this Attorney
General would “‘take a cue from,"”
1 have never supported any Repub-
lican and I see no reason to begin
doing 0 now.

to punish alleged offenders, but to
educate offenders to what the soclety
they are a part of considers the
components of scholastic honor,
since apparently they have efther
never learned or been told such

First offenders are considered
beginning pupils in the learning of
honor, who have made a mistake
and should be corrected and helped
by being steered in the right dir-
ection . "In fact, the decision
that established Federal Court prec-
edent concerning honor courts inthe
USA, the 1967 Esteban, Et, al, VS,
Central Missour! state college, Et,
al,, U. S, district court, Western
Mo,, case clearly states that:

1. The discipline of students

penston) is an educational pro-

cess,

2. Permanent suspension is not

a punitive process, buta well-
