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History of Class of 1912 

Time is a tricky old gentleman. Looking forward four years ago it seemed that 

1912 was a very distant date. Now that 1912 has been reached, those four years seem 

but a short period ; yet into that short space there has been crowded many things, the 

narration of which will wear away many a winter night to come. The curses heaped 

upon the authors of many a classic work and the maledictions poured forth at those 

professors whose sole object seemed the unreasonable restraint of recreation have either 

died away, or softened down, have blended forever with the myriad hosts of pleasant 

recollections of Old Centre and the city of Danville. Such memories are entirely too 

numerous to set down here; so we will get back to our subject, the history of the Class 

of 1912. 

Be~fore we start telling of the mighty deeds that form the history of this great 

class we might as well lead out the Spirit of the Class. No, there is no occasion of 

alarm, we do not intend to rig up anything that will haunt the campus when Twelve 

i-: gone. In fact, when the fourteen good men and true, who are in at the finish, 

separate, the Spirit will be divided into fourteen distinct parts and carried far from the 

chapel and the bookstore. 

In the first place, the Spirit of Twelve has been that of Originality. This Spirit 

lead Twelve when Fresh to start to haze the Sophs. When Sophs, it lead her forces 

to take to the Tower instead of the triditional tree. In the Junior year, the irrepressi­

ble Spirit got in its work again and formed a "pure democracy." The Spirit is still 

alive and kicking; but no Spirit could come in contact with traditions, the faculty, the 

bboratory and spirits of other kinds and classes, without being changed. Four years 

in the classroom and on the campus have converted that Spirit from a wild one into a 

strong worker in harness that exerts its forces only with care and direction. This 

may seem but the old, old story; but a fuller view of the record will show. 

It was in September, 1908, that the Class of Nineteen-twelve first took its place 

on the record books of Centre College. But the fellows that gathered from the four 

winds to make it up were a class in name only. In those early days they were herded 

together by the Sophomores and taken on the usual sight-seeing tours. And the quiet 

of those September nights was broken with paddles and then tramped upon. Finally, 

however, when the now accustomed summons came for this bunch of men to assemble 

in order to provide entertainment for the Sophomores, they assembled to the man; 

bringing with them everything they could find around the house that looked dangerous. 

The Sophomores did not put in an appearance. T he F reshmen then set out on the 
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warpath, shouting defiance to the Sophomores, but the defiance was wasted on the Dan­

ville air. After several hours of proclaiming themselves, these Freshmen retired for 

the night to their beds. Then the Sophomores got busy, fell upon the divided class 

and again made quite an impression. But they could not undo what had been done; a 

new class, the Class of 1912 had been born. 

About this time, the Sophomores decided to beat the Freshmen in a football game. 

But the class of 1912 put out a good fresh team whose superior playing defeated the 

team of haughty Eleven. Disappointed in not winning the football game, the Sophs 

tried basketball. The class of Twelve again proved its metal by putting out a team 

which easily took its rival into camp. 

The year sped on a while, dragged on a while, but finally drew near a close. Of 

course, about this time whisperings of the annual flag-rush were heard. This whisper­

ing soon developed the fact that Eleven was going to put up her flag. Twelve could 

not sit by and see her do it, so she gathered together her forces, raised her flag and 

awaited developments. The Sophomores came, but after marching around the Fresh­

men flag, went away. The Freshmen got the mats from the Gym, set out pickets and 

lay down to sleep. About two o'clock in the morning, when least expected, the Sopho· 

mores swooped down. The struggle lasted for three hours in a light in which it was 

difficult to tell friends from foes. Finally, Twelve went down in honorable defeat. 

In a few days, vacation had scattered her members to their several homes. 

When the fall of 1909 arrived, the class of '12 came b~ck and took up her duties. 

Feeling the responsibility of being Sophomores, the members of this class took up the 

work of introducing the new Freshmen to college life. And though the ranks had 

been thinned during the summer, it was no trouble to do this satisfactorily. As the 

year rolled by, however, there were more that fell by the wayside. When the time for 

the flag rush drew near, Twelve was living up to her name; she could muster but 

twelve men. The Freshmen had several times that many, so Twelve wisely departed 

from tradition by raising her flag in the tov;er of Breck hall instead of on the historic 

tree. The Freshmen came, but they did not rush. Then after so long a time the fire 

department, the county officers of the law, the city police and Professor Redd managed 

to get Twelve down. 

Another vacation broke in about this time and, when it had passed, the members 

of this class found themselves J uniors. Some were unable to "come back," but their 

places were taken by others who had not before been numbered among the members of 

the class of 1912. Soon it was suggested that the class elect a president. But such 

was not as easy as it sounded. When a ba-llot was taken, it was found that the presi· 

dential timber was exceedingly plentiful. In fact, every member of the class received 
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an equal number of votes. Among some anarchy would have followed such a condi­

tion, but this class was made up of such able men that a pure democracy was the re­

sult. Throughout the year this system worked to perfection. The class acted as a 

whole on all matters, and in all disputes the goddess of Chance was the final arbiter. 

When able men were needed for any service, they were chosen by an appeal to the 

sacred "bones" of the goddess. This year was so filled with activities that time canter­

ing at a rapid rate brought Twelve swiftly nearer her goal. 

In all three years this class has been ably represented in all departments of the 

college life. Wherever there was anything doing there was sure to be a member of 

this class lurking in the vicinity. Were we trying to write a catalogue, we would 

name these men. 

We have come to the year nineteen twelve of the Class of Nineteen-twelve and 

still we find our member in all branches of college activity. In fact, if any member of 

this class were to write on the subject of "The great men I have known," he would 

be obliged to include his thirteen classmates in the list. But no history is complete 

without some record of its great men; so we will cite a few examples of the great 

among us. For example, there is Ramsey, Captain Ramsey, the star tackle; who has 

represented his class on the 'varsity football team for four years. On the other hand 

Irvine has successfully "provoked" the i\IIuse of poetry on several different occasions. 

Then there is Dorsey, Dorsey the invincible debater. Andrews and Webster have 

made their mark in journalism. The list might be continued, but you will find else­

where in this book the record of their deeds. 

The Senior year with its many activities is drawing near a close. The time is 

short that once seemed interminable. Anyone with a poetic imagination can figure in 

all the tender memories that arise with the seperation of the members of this class. 

Sufficient to say, the times together have been good times. 

What lies beyond for the Class of '12, is for the prophet to say. Not being a 

prophet, we will not plunge into the realms of prophecy. A historian may, however, 

draw conclusions from the facts as they appear to him. So in light of the four years 

spent together, we may say, that however far the members of this class may separate; 

into whatever part of the world they may go; whatever they shall be or do, will be 

to the glory of Old Centre and the Class of Nineteen Twelve.

There being among their numbers several men of great strength and prowess, '14 

has furnished at least two members of every athletic team representing the Univer­

sity. The victories and wonderful deeds of these teams when upon the war-path, have 

made them the terror of all neighboring foes, and besides, ha,·e kept alive the Great 

Spirit of Central. 

For two more years the tribe of 'q will continue to go in and out before the wise 

men and smoke the pipe of peace that comes with higher education. At the end of that 

time, '14 should have made a record that will rival the best.

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FOOTBALL 
At the beginning of the nineteen-eleven 

football season, prospects for Central were 
anything but bright. ·with only six of the 
1910 regulars to start with, Coach Banks 
had difficulty in whipping the machine into 
shape, and it was not until after the middle 
of the season that the team began to play in 
its true form. The first two games which 
were to be played with Wesleyan and 
H anover were ignominiously cancelled by 
those institutions at the last moment, thus 
placing Central in the embarrassing posi­
tion of having to play \ ' anderbilt without 
having had a single preliminary game. As 
a result, Central, fighting hard to the 
finish, was snowed under, but, however, 
snowed by the strongest football team that 
ever represented a Southern college. 

The team showed great improvement the 
following Saturda}, and won a well-earned 
victory from Rose- Pol) technic at Louis­
ville. In the Tennessee game, a muddy 
fie ld prevented either team from scoring.

The ball, however, was in Tennessee's terri­
tory three-fourths of the time. George­
town was disposed of easily and then came 
the game with Kentucky State in which the 
Fates were evidently against us. At the 
end of the first half, the score was tied; it 
became impossible for either team to ma­
terially advance the ball on account of the 
deep mud. Then Guyn, the State quarter­
back, and the luckiest man that ever wore 
a football suit, kicked a thirty yard drop­
kick out of the mud, which aided by a 
strong wind, barely went over the goal­
posts and lost the game for us. Against 
Transylvania, Central got a chance to re· 
deem herself, and did not overlook the op­
portunity. 

States conquerors, though outweighing 
Central's team ten pounds to the man, were 
defeated on their own field, thus leaving 
Central, Transylvania and State in a three 
cornered tie for the championship of 
Kentucky. 

"Caruse," Guard 
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Lee played ce:ner during the first part of 
the season and sl-:owed promise of becoming 
an exceptionally strong live man. He had 
the misfortune, however, of having his leg 
broken in the Vanderbilt game, and could 
not play during the rest of the season. 

After the Rose-Polytechnic game, Wingo, 
who had previously played right tackle, 
was shifted to center. A terror on defense, 
he stopped countless playes behind the line 
and deserves to be classed among the best 
line-men in the South. 

The guards, Caldwell and Pritchard, 
formed with W ingo an almost impregnable 
defense in the center of the line. Caldwell, 
for his charging in the line, and Pritchard, 
for his ability in following the ball, deserve 
especial mention. 

Ramsey, at left tackle, was not only 
strong on defense, but was also a deamon in 
carrying the ball. As a line-bucker, he can­
not be surpassed, and will be greatly missed 
next fa ll.
