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Factory Collapse Deaths Called 'Small Incident'

Police questioned two people
over the deadly building collapse on
Thursday at a Taiw3neseowned shoe
factory- in Kompong Speu province
that killed two people and left 11
injured, but released them the same
day without charge.

A senior manager at the Wing
Star factory, which produces sports
shoes for Japanese brand Asics, said
on Friday that his firm regretted the
deaths of the two young workers,
which he described as a "small incident"
that did require an investigation to
determine responsibility before the
law.

Kirth Chantharith, spokesman.
for the national police, said Friday
that one of the two men called in for
questioning was a manager at Wing
Star Shoes Co. Ltd., while the second
man was responsible for building the
approximately 9- by-15 meter section
of a cement ceiling that collapsed and
crushed the workers below. "We invited
two Cambodian men for questioning
on Thursday. Now, they were let go
already, and we are still investigating
the case," Mr. Chantharith said,
adding that an investigation is ongoing,
and he could not say if it would lead
to arrests.

Speaking at a news conference at
the Phnom Penh Hotel attended by
factory management and representa-
tives of the Garment Manufacturers
Association in Cambodia (GMACQC),
Wing Star's shipping manager, Chan
Kosal, was at pains to stress that the
collapse of the cement floor and the
crushing of workers was nothing
more than an unfortunate "accident"
"[On Thursday], there was a small
incident that took place ... the company
will be responsible before the families
for it's negligence, "and pay compensation,

Mr. Kosal said. "I think it is not
such a serious case that would lead us
to run away, or should lead to the arrest
of anyone," Mr. Kosal said, adding
that in his opinion, people should
only face charges if the factory did not
pay compensation to the dead and
injured. "Regarding an arrest, this
should only happen in case there is no
solution [on compensation] with the
victims," he said.

Asked weather Wing Star had a
permit to build the section of ceiling
that collapsed, Mr. Kosal shifted
responsibility, saying that a construction
company was responsible for the col-
lapsed floor, though he declined to
name the company.

"My factory hired a sub-contractor
for the construction ... we just used the
building for work," he said. GMAC

President Van Sou Ieng said that fac-
tories do not need approval for all
construction work they undertake.

"Frankly speaking, the factories
do not have to ask for permission for
small constructions," he said From
now on, however, factories should
inspect the safety of their buildings,
Mr. Ieng said.

Morm Narey, chief of the Kom
pong Speu provincial department of
land management, urban planning
and construction, said at the factory
on Thursday that the section that had
collapsed was part of an unapproved
expansion the company had built
connecting two factory buildings.

"They built it technically wrong
and then put heavy stuff on it," he
said. Moeun Tola, head of the
Community Legal Education Center's
labor program, said on Friday that
downplaying the incident was insulting
to the victims and their families.

"How can you say it's a small
accident? Two people died," he said.
Authorities and the factory owners
need to be held responsible as better
maintenance and monitoring should
have been in place, Mr. Tola said.
"Even the authorities complained
about the owner, and the construction
had no permit. They are all just making
excuses now," he said. So Panha,
director general of Cambodia's board
of professional engineers, declined to
comment on construction standards
at the Wing Star factory, but said that
he had been tasked by the government
to inspect the site and report. "I will
go on Monday with a few other engi-
neers, but I cannot assess it without
going there," he said. Judging from
pictures of the collapsed factory,
Michael Shaw from the NGO
Engineers Without Borders, conclud-
ed that the construction was not built
to last, as the metal beams that
appeared to have buckled were only
joined by welding. "Welded joints are
not structurally sound if there is any
misalignment [and] beams should be
bolted and flanged and welded, and
sit on plinths," Mr. Shaw said in an
email.

'This building [was] not designed
and constructed to proper safety standards,"
Mr. Shaw concluded, adding that
Cambodia had no such safety standards,
and that a similar incident could occur
again.

The Wing Star factory was not
monitored by the International labor
Organization's (ILO) Better Factories
Cambodia. The ILO only started
monitoring footwear factories last
year, and out of the 45 footwear factories
currently exporting shoes from
Cambodia, only nine are being monitored
by Better Factories, the program's

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As Elections Loom, a Lack of Female Candidates on the Ballot

Cambodia looks set to fail its
Millennium Development Goal (MDG)
of increasing representation of women
in the National Assembly after the
political parties contesting the July 28
national elections registered fewer-than
hoped female candidates.

The MDG on promoting gender
equality and the empowerment of
women says that the National Assembly
needs to have a higher proportion of
female representatives, and set a target
of 30 percent by 2015. Under the current
government, only 21 percent of
National Assembly lawmakers are
female, according to U.N. figures, and
the forthcoming ballot is the last chance
for Canlbodia to meet the Millennium
goal by 2015, as each government
mandate lasts five years.

While each of the eight parties
taking part in the election put forward
an average of 260 candidates and
reserve candidates, men feature far
more prominently than women and of
those registered, only a handful of
women were put at the top of the voting
lists. Placement on the list affects the
outcome in terms of gender representation,
because when a party wins seats in a
constituency, they are given first to
candidates at the top of the ballot list.
Those listed further down the list have
much less chance of gaining a seat,
unless a party wins multiple seats in a
single constituency.

According to official figures pro-
vided by the National Election
Committee (NEC), the ruling Cambodian
People's Party registered 20 women
with another 28 in reserve, Funcinpec
registered 12 female candidates with
19 in reserve and the joint-opposition
Cambodia National Rescue Party
(CNRP) registered only 12 female
candidates with 19 in reserve. Even the
little-known Leagues for Democracy
party did better than the main opposition,
registering 15 women candidates and
placing a further 36 on the reserve list.
The county's smallest parties-the
Cambodian Nationality Party registered
21 women and 34 in reserve, while the
Republic Democracy Party put forward
37 women candidates and 52 in

reserve.

Similar figures for the Khmer
Anti-Poverty Party and the Khmer
Economic Development Party have
not been made available yet.

At the top of the ballot lists, the
numbers of women shrink even further.
Of women candidates in the number
one spot, the CPP has two, the CNRP
has four, Funcinpec has three and the
Leagues for Democracy has three. The
Cambodian Nationality Party has one.

'"There are less female candidates
than previous elections," said Koul
Panha, executive director of the
Committee for Free and Fair Elections
in Cambodia (Comfrel), adding that he
estimates only 15 percent of lawmakers
would be women in the next government
mandate. 'Tm really concerned that
they did not reach the same number of
current female parliamentarians," Mr.
Panha said.

One of the reasons for this, he
opined, was a focus on the fierce com-
petition that has raged between the
CPP and opposition CNRP. But another
explanation may be the male-dominated
political landscape, and the fact that
men in Canlbodia have most of the
money and power. Coupled with a lack
of awareness and understanding of the
need to have a fairer gender balance at
a decision-making level makes the low
numbers "very discouraging," Mr. Prulha
said."I think the political parties have
no real willingness to put females in as
candidates," he added. "We promised to
the world to meet the Millennium
Development Goal to reach 30 percent
of females in Parliament, so this is our
commitment, and we think that decision-
making should include females that
can make more right decisions," he
said. CNRP election candidate Mu
Sochua, who was formerly a lawmaker
for the SRP and the minister of
women's affairs, said not many women
came forward to stand in the election
despite an effort by the party to include
them.

'"There are many reasons [why not
enough women are registered]," Ms.
Sochua said. "Our party has tried to
identity women, but the ones we feel
were qualified did not want to be part
of the fight for a higher position. 'This
is one of the MDGs that will not be
met by Cambodia. Continued on pagel5
