Washington—The Supreme Court this week unani-
mously struck down segregation in the nation's public
schools. The tribunal said that to separate Negro and
white pupila violates the constitutional gunrantee of|
equal protection of the laws.

The court maid it will hear arguments fn the fall on
how and when to end the practice.

Chief Justice Warren read the court’s opinion which
declared:

“We conclude that in the field of public education
the doctrine of separate but equal has no place. Separate
educational facilitios are inherently unequal

“Therefore, we hold that the plaintiffs (Negro pa-
rents) and other similarly situated for whom the action
has been brought are, by reason of the segregation com-
