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Chuckey And Rheatown Negro School 
The small Negro School between Chuckey and Rheatown 
was the only place of learning for the blacks in that area. 
The white students would come from Chuckey School at 
about the same time the Negro students would be going to 
their school, which on occasion would cause minor fights 
to occur. The actual cause of the fights was never known. 
Many a Negro child learned to read and write in this 
building.
