A BILL
For the relief of Command Sergeant Major Robert M. Delia,

United States Army.

1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

2 tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,

3 That the Secretary of the Treasury shall pay, out of any

4 money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, the sum

5 of $152 to Command Sergeant Major Robert M. Delia

6 (Service numbered 474-28-4146), United States Army, of

7 Pepperell, Massachusetts, in full settlement of any claim he

8 has against the United States for reimbursement of actual

9 transportation expenses he incurred in connection with

10 authorized temporary duty travel between Baumholder, Ger-

11 many, and Camberly, England.

1 SEC. 2. No amount in excess of 10 per centum of the

2 payment authorized in the first section of this Act shall be

3 transferred to or received by any agent or attorney for

4 services rendered in connection with the claim described in

5 such section. Any person violating the provisions of this

6 .section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon convic-

7 tion thereof shall be fined not more than $1,000.
