TECH PREP - A PROGRAM WHERE EV-
ERYONE WINS Goal: 7,500 Students En-
rolled by Spring 1996

By the year 2000 only 15% of the jobs of
the future will require a college diploma,
but more than half of all jobs will require
post high school education and training.

There will continue to be an over supply of
coliege graduates, especially in liberal arts.

The impact of high technology industries
on the work place will continue to be under-
estimated.

The Cumberland County School System,
Fayetteville Technical Community College
and area business and industry leaders
have responded to these demographic
trends through a three-way partnership to
introduce the Tech Prep Associate Degree
Program to high school students who wish
to pursue a challenging course of study.

The Tech Prep Program calls for a focused
curriculum for high school students that
emphasizes higher level mathematics, sci-
ence, and technical skills necessary to en-
ter two or four year coliege programs and
ultimately the technologically demanding
workforce. In 1992-1893 the first Cumber-
land County Tech Prep students selected a
high school program from a rigorous core
group of courses.

The coursework integrates advanced aca-
demic and vocational skills for high school
students through a sequenced program of
studies that results in better preparation for
immediate employment, the military or a
two-year associate degree from a commu-
nity college. Some of these same students
will realize their potential to continue for a
four-year degree or beyond. Whatever ca-
reer path is chosen, both students and fu-
ture employers will be the recipients of a
win-win program.

The vision for the Cumberland County
School System is to have all secondary stu-
dents in a focused, specific course of study
in high school that will prepare them to pur-
sue advanced education. A primary goal is
to increase Tech Prep enroliment each year
by 2,500 students. By 1996, approximately
7,500 secondary students should be en-
rolled in Tech Prep.

Students and parents will hear more about
Tech Prep during the registration process
for 1993-1994. Further questions can be di-
rected to the counselors and administrators
in the junior and senior high schools.

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What is science, and what do scientists do?

Science can be defined as the body of knowledge about all
natural phenomena and the process by which this knowledge is
obtained. All natural phenomena means any fact, situation, or
event that can.be perceived by the senses and that can be scien-
tifically described. Science is all our collected knowledge about
the earth and the universe.

Scientists study the nature and the behavior of matter, energy,
and life. They deal with objects that are smaller than one quin-
tillionth of an inch and objects that are as large as 600 qua-
drillion miles. They examine events that take a quadrillionth of a
second to happen and others that have been going on for 15
billion years.

There's usually only one
or two categories that mean anything to you, and if anything is
listed there, you're probably too late for it.

Unemployment is as much of a mystery as cancer and almost
as bad. I've never unerstood why there should be any real
unemployment. Do we mean there isn’t any work to be done
anywhere in the country? Do we mean people have everything
they want to eat? Everything they need by way of housing? All
the clothes, cars and creature comforts they want? Of course
not. Then why isn't there work for everyone?

What we need is a President who can figure out a way to
match up those ten million unemployed with the ten million
Help Wanted ads. And when that’s done, 1 hope everyone fires
those miserable people in the personnel offices so they have to
go out and look for work themselves.
