Mr. Sam Contos, 
who had formerly taught physi­
cal education and who was 
previously the eighth grade 
coordinator at Carey Junior 
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High, became the head of ~ur 
junior office. And Mrs. Ed1th 
Russell, who taught English 
last year at East, was appointed 
junior counseiQr. 

New faculty faces 
mcluded Mrs. Kilpatrick and 
Mrs. Robbins, learning lab 
instructors, Mrs. Piccolo, 
English, Mr. Robbins and Miss 
Hutt, A.V., Mr. Stephan and 
Mrs. Vines, social Studies, 
and Mr. LaMaitre, science. 

Also new this year was 
the custodial staff. Mr. Ray 
Alberts, the new head custodian, 
replaced nearly every member 
of his team. With the help of 
Mr. Bob Haywood, our new 
maintenance man, these people 
made East High sparkle as it 
hadn't for years.

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1979 was not just another 
year; it was the end of the 
seventies. During those years 
we witnessed war, "Star Wars", 
disaster, Farrah, Watergate and 
the country's Bi-Centennial. 
These events and many more 
made the seventies worth 
remembering. 

The early seventies 
brought many changes. The 
Viet Nam conflict still existed 
and inflation seemed never­
ending. Major issues and 
events affected the state, 
country and East High School. 

Mark Spitz seemed more 
amph1b1an than human when he won 
h1s seventh gold medal at the 1972 
Olympics. 

It was Friday evemng, June 9, 
1972, when the worst U.S. flood 1n 
thirty-five years hit Rap1d City, South 
Dakota. Over two hundred and th1rty 
persons penshed 1n the June 9 holo· 
caust. Cheyenne residents contributed 
large sums of money through disaster 
funds to help the surv1vors of the flood, 
families and friends . 

Many Americans watched and 
listened for news of President Nixon 's 
arnval m Peking on February 21 , 1972, 
for an eight-day visit to Chma. Pres1dent 
N1xon called it a " journey for peace.'' 
The unprecedented v1s1t ended with 
a joint communique pledging that both 
powers would work for "a normalization 
of relations ." 

In 1973 an oil embargo was 
1mposed by the Arab Oil-producing 
countries. Wyommg found itself , as 
an oil and coal-nch state, in the 
middle of the energy cns1s. lnflat1on 
rose rapidly , as did our state 's popu· 
lation , w1th an mcrease of 120,000 
people. Throughout the country small 
fuel-efficient Volkswagons and Pintos 
took over the highways. East High, too, 
not1ced an increase in the number of 
inflation fighters filling the parkmg 
lot. 

Viet Nam was an undeclared 
war from 1964 to 1973. The long struggle 
had profound effects m the U.S., 
contributing to bitter political divis1ons. 
After the Amencan pullout, Sa1gon fell 
to Commun1sts. 



'79 awaits E.R.A. 
ratifcation 

During these years our 
nation went through many 
changes. Women demanded 
an end to sexual discrimination, 
and Alan Bakke sued the state 
of California for "reverse 
discrimination." A president 
resigned as the result of scan-

dal and another was inaugurated 
without ever having been 
elected. 

Streakeng flourished as an 
Amencan fad en the sevent1es. The 
largest streak was by five hundred and 
thlrty·three University of Maryland 
students chain ·dancmg au·naturel 
on U.S. Route 1 in 1974. Here at East 
our manner of dress changed too, 
as the seventies saw an end to the 

dress code wh ich at one t1me had 
requ1red boys to wear belts and girls 
to wear dresses long enough to touch 
the floor when kneeling . 

In 1972 the Equal R1ghts Amend· 
ment was sent to the states for rat1f1 · 
cat1on . By the end of the decade 
women were Still wa1t1ng for the 
amendment to be passed, but here at 
East the women 's movement had 
brought S1gnef1cant changes. Never 
before had g1rls been act1ve 1n athletiCS. 



Now girls are supposed to be g1ven 
equal opportunity and recognition . 

Pres1dent Richard M Ntxon 
res1gned and Vice President Gerald 
A Ford was sworn 1n as Pres1dent 
August 8, 1974. Nixon's support in the 
Watergate struggle began erodmg 
August 5 when he released three tapes 
adm1tt1ng he ongmated plans to have 
the FBI stop 1ts probe of the Watergate 
bredk·m for political, as well as, 
nattonal security reasons . 

A U.S. Apollo and U.S.S.R. Soyuz 
linked together one hundred and forty 
m1les above the AtlantiC on July 17, 
1975. The crews enchanged vis1ts 
and shared meals m the two crafts. 

FBI agents captured Patricia 
(Patty) Hearst in San Franc1sco on 
September 18,1975. She was kidnapped 
February 4, 1974. Although she cla1med 
her captors forced her to comm1t 
illegal acts, she was Indicted for bank 
robbery - a San Franc1sco JUry con· 
victed her March 20, 1976. 

The U.S. publiC was truly enter· 
tained w1th Elton John 's number one 
s1ngle, " Madman Across the Water". 
" Amencan Graffiti " also packed the 
box offices. 



'79 concludes a 
fascinating decade 

The end of the decade 
brought a disco craze and 
"I tal ian stall ion" Sylvester 
Stallone as the hero in the 
movie "Rocky". The U.S. offici­
ally established relations with 
China, and over nine hundred 
religious cultists committed 
mass suicide in Jonestown, 
Guyana. In Washington things 
were back to normal with a 
peanut farmer from Georgia 
elected as President. 

The sex symbol of 1977, found 
on T-sh1rts, tank-tops, posters, maga­
Zine covers and TV commerc1als was 
Farrah Fawcett·Majors, Charltes Angel, 
everyone's Angel . Conttnually walled 
1n by secunty officers, she still 
managed to show that famous Fawcett 
sm1le ... wherever she went. 

A mystery ailment killed twenty· 
nine persons who attended an American 
Legion convent1on July 21·24, 1976, 
in Philadelphia It was not until January 
18, 1977, that the national Center for 
D1sease Control at Atlanta, Ga., was 
able to announce the cause and 
treatment for the " legionnaire 's 
d1sease". 

" Star Wars" , a sc1ence fiction 
mov1e, became a box office block buster 
in 1978. The movie teemed w1th 
monsters and mutations 1ncludtng two 
robot budd1es, C-3PO and A2·D2. 

The U.S. celebrated its Bicenten­
nial July 4, 1976, marking the two 
hundredth anntversary of its independ­
ence with festivals, parades, and N.Y. 
City 's Operation Sail , a gathering of 
tall sail ships from around the world 
viewed by six million persons. 

Elvis Presley, the Ktng of Rock, 
shattered music lovers when he died 
August 16, 1977, tn his Memphis 
mans1on at the age of forty-two . 

Many man hours were elimtnated 
when the East administration decided 
to send the students ' grades through 
computers . The report cards were 
1mmed1ately sent to their parents after 
betng processed through the computer. 

Multi-Millionaire Howard Hughes, 
70, died April 5, 1976, en route by plane 
to a hosp1tal . An autopsy blamed 
kidney failure. Because of Mr. Hughes' 
seclusion many people had believed 
h1m dead many years before. 

From 1970-1979 our coun­
try went through many trials 
and tribulations. These events 
and many more have contributed 
to our personality and our 
school to make 1979 not just 
another year, but the conclusion 
of a fascinating decade.
