The Phi Kappa Upsi lon F r a t e r n i t y ' s purpose is to promote scho las t i c , s o c i a l , and moral achievement, 
and to create c u l t u r a l , educat ional , and fraternal advantages for the brothers. A t the suggestion of the 
late brother Russel E. Lawrence , a body of one hundred t h i r t y men, representing f i f teen colleges and 
thirty-four i n d u s t r i a l f i rms , he ld a meeting at the Whitt ier H o t e l .
