"Now the genius of the fraterni ty , as I see it, i s to take this casual a s soc i a ­tion of the campus and o r ­ganize it consciously and intentionally as a venture in friendship so that what otherwise might be only in­cidental may become highly productive in the educa­tion of the student. This the fraternity does in a number of ways, of which I shall indicate only a few. 

" T h e fraternity provides an intimate, face - t o - f a c e associat ion in a smal l s u s ­tained and sustaining social group. In a large group the individual tends to get lost in the multitude of gen­e r a l and somewhat vague re la t ionships . Some of the l a rge univers i t ies have r e ­cognized this need of close associat ion and, like Har ­vard and Yale, have o r ­ganized the university inta re la t ively small r e s iden t ­ial units which a re com­munit ies within the l a rger universi ty community in which personal re la t ion­ships a r e made obvious and meaningful. The fraterni ty fur ther reduces this com­munity to a small , homo­genous group where the r e ­lat ionships a r e sti l l more int imate and personal . Like the home, the emphasis is upon persons as pe rsons and where the re la t ions of community a re brought to the vivid consciousness of i ts par t ic ipants . In such an intimate association one has in the highest degree the sense of belonging to a significant social group. Success or failure in the discernment and fulfill­ment of these personal r e ­lat ionships a r e more open 

to observation and cult iva­tion or correct ion than they could possibly be in a la rge , heterogeneous and i m p e r ­sonal group. The fraternity provides a disciplined association. Membership involves the acceptenace of obligations and the commitment to ideals . Long experience has demonstrated that the re a r e fruitful ways of living together in such a group and out of this ex­per ience the fraterni ty has evolved a s t ruc ture of o r ­ganization, ru les of p r o ­cedure , and m e a s u r e s of discipline, through fr iend­ly and construct ive c r i t i ­c i sm by his intimate a s ­socia tes , the fraterni ty man is made conscious of h is shortcomings and i s s t imulated to overcome them. Group appi:oval and disapproval a r e among the most effective incentives in the modeling of at t i tudes and behavior. 
"F ina l ly , the fraterni ty 5ives one a sense of b e -on'ging, not only to a widely - extended con­temporary movement, but to a long and honorable t radi t ion with a r ich and growing history. 

If you have ever been even remotely in teres ted in f ra te rn i t i es , or have ever thought about what it would be like to be a member of a college fraternity, you have already t aken the f i r s t s tep toward a lasting bro th­erhood. We here at Law­r e n c e Tech a re interested in you as a student and as a possible fraterni ty man. So forget your ideas of f r a ­terni ty life and let us show you exactly what f r a t e rna l -i sm means here on our campus .

18, 1970 under the i n s t i g a t i o n and advisorship of Professor 
Richard S. Maslowski, chairman of the e l e c t r i c a l engineering 
department at Lawrence. I t was founded t o recognize those 
undergraduates i n engineering who have honored themselves 
through s c h o l a s t i c excellence and laudable character. I t 
was also o r i g i n a t e d t o serve as the basis f o r a l a t e r 
formation of a Tau Beta Pi N a t i o n a l Engineering Honor 
Society Chapter at Lawrence. 

A c t i v e members are selected t o Sigma Pi from f u l l 
time students i n the College of Engineering and are chosen 
w i t h respect to s p e c i f i c requirements. Any j u n i o r whose 
cumulative grade p o i n t average i s at l e a s t 3.0 and i t places 
him/her i n the top 1/8 of the j u n i o r engineering class i s 
e l i g i b l e . Any senior whose cumulative grade p o i n t average 
i s at l e a s t 2.8 and i t places him/her i n the top 1/5 of the 
senior engineering class i s e l i g i b l e . A l l e l i g i b l e members 
must also be recommended by the department chairman of t h e i r 
r e s pective major, and a 2/3 m a j o r i t y vote of the a c t i v e members 
i s r e q u i r e d t o e l e c t a candidate t o membership. Vo t i n g i s done 
by b a l l o t and absentee b a l l o t s are allowed. 

Two membership e l e c t i o n s are held annually; one d u r i n g 
the f a l l term and the other during the w i n t e r term. New 
members are honored at a formal i n i t i a t i o n banquet a f t e r each 
e l e c t i o n and also receive a c e r t i f i c a t e of membership.
